This permit modification did not change any previously set emissions limit.  Consequently, a new PSD review was not required.

Determinations of Best Available Control Technology (BACT) for nitrogen oxides, carbon monoxide, sulfur dioxide (SO2), particulate matter (PM), PM with a mean diameter of 10 microns or less, volatile organic compounds, MWC acid gases as SO2 plus hydrogen chlorides, MWC organics as dioxin/furans, and MWC metals as PM.  This permit modification did not change any previously set emissions limit.  Consequently, a new PSD review was not required.



The BACT control equipment for multi-pollutant control for the project consists of good combustion practices, lime spray dryers/absorbers, fabric filters (baghouses), activated carbon injection and selective catalytic reduction. [bookmark: _GoBack]The original PBREF-2 project was reviewed for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) in 2010, pursuant to Rule 62-212.400, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).  Determinations of Best Available Control Technology (BACT) for nitrogen oxides, carbon monoxide, sulfur dioxide (SO2), particulate matter (PM), PM with a mean diameter of 10 microns or less, volatile organic compounds, MWC acid gases as SO2 plus hydrogen chlorides, MWC organics as dioxin/furans, and MWC metals as PM.  This permit modification did not change any previously set emissions limit.  Consequently, a new PSD review was not required.



The BACT control equipment for multi-pollutant control for the project consists of good combustion practices, lime spray dryers/absorbers, fabric filters (baghouses), activated carbon injection and selective catalytic reduction.  No increases in emissions or emission limits will occur because of the requested changes.  Additional PSD review and BACT determination were not required.
