The summary shall contain an evaluation against the emission 



standards/limits in the current Title V air operation permit, Permit No. 1030117-008-AV and a 



discussion of the effects on air pollutants if any. 



The test report shall include the rate (mass) at which biosolids were combusted during testing. 
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A representative analysis of the biosolids combusted during testing shall be provided with the 



test report.  The analysis shall include:  a. the source(s) of the biosolids; and, b. the analytical 



results from the source of the biosolids showing the metal constituents, % solids by weight, and 



pathogen results.  An MSDS or safety data sheet for the biosolids shall also be included. 



The test report shall be submitted within 45 days of completion of the project.
