As Pinellas County’s Senior Environmental Specialist for the Resource Recovery Facility, I’d like to
 respond to your request for review of the documents associated with the 1030117-009-AC Permit
 Reporting Requirements Request.  The County has no suggested changes to the Draft Permit.  I would
 like to suggest some clarifications to the “Technical Evaluation and Preliminary Determination”.  These
 suggestions are as follows:


On page 4 of 7, 1.4:


The citation regarding reporting requirement for excess emissions due to malfunctions appears
 incorrect.  In the Title V permit (and as relayed in our “Request for Administrative Corrections
 Reporting Requirements” document, September 8, 2014 (attached for your convenience)) we
 specify the exact language included in the Title V Permit, the language we want to harmonize
 with the Title V, in the Air Construction Permit, and our suggested revision.  The Technical
 Evaluation incorrectly states:


            “Under the Title V permit, facility malfunctions are to be reported immediately to the Department,
 while excess emissions related to      malfunctions are to be reported on a quarterly basis, and excess
 emissions from other causes are to be reported semiannually.”


            The more accurate language should read, with suggestions italicized, “Under the Title V permit,
 facility malfunctions are to be reported         immediately to the Department.  In case of excess emissions
 resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the          Compliance Authority in
 accordance with 62-4.130, F.A.C.  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a
 quarterly      report,   if requested by the Compliance Authority.” 


As a matter of housekeeping, there are a few other items that are no longer accurate, but we can clean
 up at a later date if need be:


·         Page 2 of 7 indicates Veolia ES as operator (as of December 7, 2014, Covanta Projects, LLC
 will be our operator)


·         Page 3 of 7 includes EU004 Hydrated Lime Silo for Water Softening which is no longer
 applicable (the Lime Softening System has been decommissioned)


Because these suggestions concern the Technical Evaluation and not the Draft Permit, we are
 proceeding with publishing the Public Notice.  Please contact me with any questions or concerns you
 may have.
