Initial Title V Air Operation Permit

This Title V air operation permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

North Florida / South Georgia Veterans Health System, Malcom Randall Veterans Affairs Medical Center, Gainesville Division, operates an Environmental Control Products, Inc., Model 1000TE biological waste incinerator.  The incinerator is currently operated without any air pollution control equipment with a maximum operating rate of 495 pounds per hour (PPH).  The facility proposes using a high efficiency wet scrubber to comply with NSPS -- 40 CFR 60, Subpart Ce by September 15, 2002.  At that time, the incinerator may be operated with a maximum operating rate of 950 PPH.  
Additionally, three Keeler 250 Horsepower steam generating boilers, which are generally fired one at a time, are located at the facility.  Each of the boilers has a maximum firing rate of 26 MMBtu/hr firing natural gas primarily and No.2 fuel oil as a secondary fuel.

Also included in this permit are insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
Based on the initial Title V permit application received April 28, 2000, this facility is a Title V Source by EPA Designation.
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
