1) For the basic part of the standard (i.e., 20 percent opacity) the opacity shall be determined as specified above for a single-valued opacity standard.


2) For the short-term average part of the standard, opacity shall be the highest valid short-term average (i.e., two-minute, three-minute average) for the set of observations taken.


In order to be valid, any required average (i.e., a six-minute or two-minute average) shall be based on all of the valid observations in the sequential subset of observations selected, and the selected subset shall contain at least 90 percent of the observations possible for the required averaging time. Each required average shall be calculated by summing the opacity value of each of the valid observations in the subset, dividing this sum by the number of valid observations in the subset, and rounding the result to the nearest whole number. The number of missing observations in the subset shall be indicated in parenthesis after the subset average value.

(b)  Special Compliance Tests.  When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.


(c)  Waiver of Compliance Test Requirements.  If the owner or operator of an emissions unit that is subject to a compliance test requirement demonstrates to the Department, pursuant to the procedure established in Rule 62-297.620, F.A.C., that the compliance of the emissions unit with an applicable weight emission limiting standard can be adequately determined by means other than the designated test procedure, such as specifying a surrogate standard of no visible emissions for particulate matter sources equipped with a bag house or specifying a fuel analysis for sulfur dioxide emissions, the Department shall waive the compliance test requirements for such emissions units and order that the alternate means of determining compliance be used, provided, however, the provisions of Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C., shall apply.

C3. Capacity.  Regarding E.U.s 043 and 032, the total permitted throughput is 1.0 million gallons of gasoline,  4.0 million gallons of jet fuel/diesel fuel, and 15.5 million gallons of jet fuel per consecutive twelve months, updated monthly.

C14. Emission unit 043, Tank 634, is subject to the following specific conditions based on Rule 62�204.800(7)(b)15., F.A.C. and 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Kb, for Volatile Organic Liquid Storage Vessels:





a) Applicability and designation of affected facility (60.110b):





(a) Except as provided in paragraphs (b), (c), and (d) of this section, the affected facility to which this subpart applies is each storage vessel with a capacity greater than or equal to 40 cubic meters (m3) that is used to store volatile organic liquids (VOL's) for which construction, reconstruction, or modification is commenced after July 23, 1984.


(b) Except as specified in paragraphs (a) and (b) of 60.116b, storage vessels with design capacity less than 75 m3 are exempt from the General Provisions (part 60, subpart A) and from the provisions of this subpart.


(c) Except as specified in paragraphs (a) and (b) of 60.116b, vessels either with a capacity greater than or equal to 151 m3 storing a liquid with a maximum true vapor pressure less than 3.5 kPa or with a capacity greater than or equal to 75 m3 but less than 151 m3 storing a liquid with a maximum true vapor pressure less than 15.0 kPa are exempt from the General Provisions (part 60, subpart A) and from the provisions of this subpart.





b) Monitoring of Operations (60.116b):





(a) The owner or operator shall keep copies of all records required by this section, except for the record required by paragraph (b) of this section, for at least 5 years. The record required by paragraph (b) of this section will be kept for the life of the source.


(b) The owner or operator of each storage vessel as specified in 60.110b(a) shall keep readily accessible records showing the dimension of the storage vessel and an analysis showing the capacity of the storage vessel. Each storage vessel with a design capacity less than 75 m3 is subject to no provision of this subpart other than those required by this paragraph.
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
