Draft Title V Air Operation Permit Revision

This Title V air operation permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

This permit revision is for the purpose of specifying an agreement between ExxonMobil Oil Corporation and the Environmental Protection Agency, whereby, ExxonMobil Oil has agreed to install control devices on the slotted guide poles of Petroleum Storage Tanks 11, 12, 13 and 14, by no later than April 13, 2010 (permit condition C.5.a.)

This facility is a bulk gasoline terminal located in Broward County, FL, which is currently an ozone maintenance area.  The facility consists of a gasoline loading rack equipped with two identical vapor recovery units and a distillate loading rack equipped with a vapor combustor unit. Both loading racks are subject to NSPS, Subpart XX with an emission limit of 35 milligrams VOC/liter of gasoline loaded.  There are nine internal floating roof tanks subject to Florida RACT regulations, one of the tanks is also subject to NSPS, Subpart K, and four tanks are also subject to NSPS, Subpart Kb.  In addition there are two vertical fixed roof distillate storage tanks and three horizontal fixed roof gasoline additive tanks. The facility requested a self-imposed limit of total of 800,000,00 gallons/year of gasoline for both tank farms areas and 315,000,000 gallons/years of distillate in order to maintain synthetic minor status for HAPs.  However, the facility is major for VOCs.  Also included in the initial Title V permit are fugitive and insignificant emission units and activities. There are no unregulated emissions units at this terminal.
