Applicant:  The applicant for this project is South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD).  The applicant’s responsible official and mailing address are: Mr. Fred Remen, Director, Field Operations & Maintenance Resource, South Florida Water Management District, 3301 Gun Club Road, Department 5500, West Palm Beach, Florida 33406.
Project Description:  The purpose of this permitting project is to revise the source existing Title V permit 0112410-004-AV to: (1) Incorporate the terms and conditions of the air construction permit, No. 0112410-002-AC to re-classify the source as a synthetic minor source of Nitrogen Oxides (NOx) under the Prevention of Significance Deterioration (PSD) Program, and (2) Remove the specific condition in existing Title V Air Operation Permit, No. 0112410-004-AV which contains a NOx emission limit that was not based on an air construction permitting action.
Facility Description:  The applicant operates Pump Stations S-9 and S-9A, which are located at 21939 Griffin Road, Fort Lauderdale, Florida.  The primary emission sources of NOx are Pump Station S-9’s three Diesel-fired Pump Engines rated at 1,824 hp each, and Pump Station S-9A’s two Diesel-fired Pump Engines rated at 624 hp each.  All engines are operated with no add-on air pollution controls.  There are also miscellaneous insignificant sources of Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs) at the facility.
Primary Regulatory Requirements
Title III:  The facility is a natural minor source of HAP.

Title V: The facility is a Title V major source of NOx in accordance with Chapter 62-213, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).

PSD:  The facility is a PSD synthetic minor source of NOx in accordance with Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C. 
CAM:  Compliance Assurance Monitoring (CAM) does not apply to any emissions unit.
Project Review:  The source requested a limit on the fuel consumption by all the engines in order to synthetically limit the Potential-to-Emit (PTE) of NOx to below 250 tons per year which serves to re-classify the source as a synthetic minor source under the PSD program.   At such time the source becomes a major PSD source solely by virtue of a relaxation in the fuel consumption limit, then the requirements of subsections 62-212.400(4) through (12), F.A.C., shall apply to the source as though the modification in accordance with permit No. 0112410-002-AC (i.e. addition of Pump Station S-9A) had not yet commenced at the source.  At that time the source will be subject to pre-construction review program.  The permit also contains best management enforceable conditions to limit the sulfur content of the fuel burned by the engines.  
Conclusion:  This project revises Title V air operation permit No. 0112410-004-AV which was issued on 11/6/2008.  This Title V air operation permit revision is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statues (F.S.), and Chapters 62-4, 62-210, 62-213 and 214, F.A.C.  In accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit, the above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility as shown on the application and approved drawings, plans, and other documents, on file with the permitting authority.
