Since the time the existing Portland Cement Plant was constructed in the 1970’s, several emissions units operations have shutdown or were permitted but never operated:

1. PSD-FL-050:  Kiln 1 and Cooler 1 and support equipment were shutdown in the 1980’s

2. PSD-FL-050:  Kiln 2 and Cooler 2 and support equipment were shut down on June 1, 2004

3. PSD-FL-050:  Kiln 3 and Cooler 3 and support equipment were shutdown on July 31,2004

4. PSD-FL-050:  Kiln 4 and Cooler 4 and support equipment never built
5. Slag dryer No.1 (PSD-FL-230) never operated and Slag Dryer No.2 (PSD-FL-236)  was  shutdown in 2004

6. 1000 Block/hr and 2000 Block/hr Concrete Block Plants were shutdown in 2001
7. Cement Kiln Dust Insufflation System was shut down in 2004
8. Finish Mill No.5 was never constructed
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
