C.7.  The requirement to conduct compliance test may be waived by the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program upon request by the permittee, if neither boiler burned fuel oil during the previous federal fiscal year.

C.8.  The permittee shall demonstrate compliance with the fuel oil sulfur limits based on a certification from the fuel supplier, as described under 40 CFR 60.48c(f)(1).

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements
C.9.  The permittee shall record and maintain records of the amount of fuel oil burned during each day, maintain records of each fuel delivery, and submit quarterly reports to the Department.  The initial quarterly report shall be postmarked by the 30th day of the third month following the first fuel delivery.  Each subsequent quarterly report shall be postmarked by the 30th day following the end of the reporting period.  The reports shall contain the following information:

1. Calendar dates covered in the reporting period;

2. Amount of fuel oil received and burned during the reporting period; and

3. Records of fuel supplier certification as described under 40 CFR 60.48c(f)(1), and a certified statement signed by the permittee that the records of fuel supplier certifications submitted represent all of the fuel oil burned during the quarter.

C.10.  The fuel supplier shall include the name of the oil supplier and a statement from the oil supplier that the oil complies with the specifications under the following definition of distillate oil:

Distillate oil means fuel oil that complies with the specifications for fuel oil numbers 1 or 2, as defined by the American Society for Testing and Materials in ASTM D396-78, “Standard Specification for Fuel Oils”.

C.11.  The fuel supplier certification shall show that the fuel oil received complies with the maximum percent sulfur limitation.
