Section II.  Facility-wide Conditions.



The following conditions apply facility-wide:



1.  APPENDIX TV-1, TITLE V CONDITIONS, is a part of this permit. APPENDIX TV-1, TITLE V CONDITIONS, is distributed to the permittee only.  Other persons requesting copies of these conditions shall be provided one copy when requested or otherwise appropriate.



2.  Not federally enforceable.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited.   The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

3.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.

Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements



7.  Report Excess Emissions:  In case of excess emissions resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the DERM in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C..  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the DERM.

8.  Report Plant Operation Problems:  If the owner or operator is temporarily unable to comply with any of the conditions of the permit due to breakdown of equipment or destruction by hazard of fire, wind or by other cause, the owner or operator shall immediately notify the DERM.  Notification shall include pertinent information as to the cause of the problem, and what steps are being taken to correct the problem and to prevent its recurrence, and where applicable, the owner's intent toward reconstruction of destroyed facilities.  Such notification does not release the owner or operator from any liability for failure to comply with the FDEP and the DERM rules.

9. Retain Records:  All records required by this permit shall be kept by the owner or operator and made available for the DERM inspection for a minimum of   USE TWO YEARS FOR NON-SYNTHETIC MINOR  five (5) years from the date of such records.

10. Supporting documentation, such as Material Safety Data Sheets, purchase orders, etc., shall be kept which includes sufficient information to determine compliance. Documentation of each chemical reclaimed will use a mass balance method to determine usage/emissions (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle). The log and documents shall be kept at the facility for at least 5 years and made available to the Department. Daily logs shall be completed within 7 business days and the monthly logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.

d. A rolling consecutive 12-month total VOC, styrene, and total HAPs emission rate calculated from the monthly totals for the previous consecutive 12-month period.

e. A rolling consecutive 12-month total  quantity of natural gas.
