FACILITY DESCRIPTION
The applicant operates the fiberglass boat manufacturing facility, which is located in Miami-Dade County at 25545 SW 140 Avenue, Princeton, Florida. The facility previously operated as a Synthetic Minor, Non-Title V source of air pollution.
This facility consists of the following emissions unit.

· Polymer releasing material applied to molds. 
· Gelcoat sprayed on the mold to create a smooth outer surface  using one (1) Binks Model No. 102-3610 spray gun.
· Fiberglass cloth with resin applied to gelcoat layer using one (1) non-atomizing Magnum Venus Model No. ATG-3500-FIT-W chopper spray gun.
· One (1) vacuum table used during the resin application process for some parts such as hatches.
· Manufacturing and Lamination Area equipped with three (3) exhaust fans as follows: 
Three (3) Greenheck Model No. Taub-30H with a combined flow of 25,500 CFM.
Exhaust stack height is 27’-8”



The Sea Hunter, Inc. facility manufactures custom fiberglass fishing boats, with lengths ranging from 24’ to 45’. Manufacturing operations include mold release, resin, gelcoat, and fiberglass application. Polymer releasing material is applied to molds. Gelcoat is sprayed on the mold to create a smooth outer surface using a Binks 102-3610 spray gun. Multiple layers of fiberglass cloth with resin are applied to the gel coat layer. The resin is applied with a non-atomizing Magnum Venus ATG-3500-FIT-W chopper spray gun. Once applied, the resin is rolled by hand. A vacuum table is used during the resin application process for some parts, such as the hatches, which ensures a tight fit to the mold. The facility includes a dedicated manufacturing and lamination area that is equipped with three (3) exhaust fans located at the northwestern side of the lamination area.  Each exhaust fan is a Greenheck Model Taub-30H.  The three (3) fans together allow ventilation of 25,500 cubic feet of air per minute (cfm).  The intake for these fans consists of a 4’ x 3’ exhaust grill (Titus-30R) that is equipped with a filter.
This facility also includes miscellaneous insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The purpose of this permitting project is to issue an initial Title V permit for the above referenced facility, and incorporate the terms and conditions of concurrently processed Air Construction Permit No.  0251187-007-AC.

Furthermore, the MACT standards implemented in the permit will address and insure that the facility will be in compliance with Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs) emissions standards. 
GHG:  The facility is not identified as a major source of green house gas (GHG) pollutants.
