APPLICANT
The applicant for this project is Owens Corning Roofing and Asphalt, LLC.  The applicant’s responsible official and mailing address are:  Ms. Tara Waresvka, Site Leader, Owens Corning Roofing and Asphalt, LLC, Jacksonville Plant, 1035 Talleyrand Avenue Jacksonville, Florida 32206.
FACILITY DESCRIPTION
The applicant operates the existing Jacksonville Plant, which is located in Duval County at 1035 Talleyrand Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida.
The Jacksonville Plant manufactures asphalt and roofing products, including asphalt shingles.   The plant manufactures several types of asphalts with various characteristics.  Regulated emission units include material handling operations, a mineral application area (surfacing area), an asphalt coater system, asphalt convertors (blowing stills), asphalt and asphalt products storage tanks, and asphalt loading equipment.  Some of the facility emissions units are subject to NSPS and NESHAP standards.  Potential to Emit (PTE) facility-wide emissions are less than 250 TPY by criteria pollutant (upon issuance of this final permit), less than 10 TPY for each Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) and less than 25 TPY for total HAPs.  The facility is not a PSD major source nor a HAP major source.  The facility uses add-on control devices that include a fume incinerator, a fiber fed filter(s), and dust collectors.
This facility also includes miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.

This facility also includes miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The purpose of this permitting project is to adopt PSD avoidance limits to lower the facility Potential To Emit (PTE) emissions of PM/PM10/PM2.5 to below the PSD major source threshold of 250 TPY.  The PSD avoidance emission limits adopted are (a) 0.02 grains per dry standard cubic foot (gr/dscfm) from process dust collectors, and (b) twice the controlled emission factor for the convertors compared with the initial Title V permit renewal application.  The process dust collectors are located at limestone storage, transfer and filler emission units (EUs) 001-004, at mineral and bulk handling EUs 028-029, and at the sand system EU 045.  The convertors are at EU 012.  PSD avoidance requirements were added to emissions units with control devices - EU 017 (the controlled asphalt tank emission units) and EUs 018 (Asphalt Storage Tank Nos. 48 and 49) and 019 (Tank Truck Loading Rack Nos. 1 and 2).  These changes made these unregulated emission units regulated units. 
This project also renews the existing Title V permit for the above referenced facility.

PRIMARY REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS
Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Code:  2952 – Asphalt Felts and Coatings.

Title IV:  The facility does not operate units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act.
Title V:  The facility is a Title V major source of air pollution in accordance with Chapter 62-213, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).
PSD:  The facility is not a Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD)-major source of air pollution (upon issuance of this permit) in accordance with Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C.
NSPS:  The facility operates units subject to the New Source Performance Standards (NSPS) of 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 60.
NESHAP:  The facility operates units subject to the National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) of 40 CFR 63. 
CAIR:  The facility is not subject to the Clean Air Interstate Rule (CAIR) set forth in Rule 62-296.470, F.A.C.
CAM:  Compliance Assurance Monitoring (CAM) applies to emissions units (EUs) 028 and 029.  EU 028 is a mineral application system.  EU 029 is a bulk granule handling system.  CAM applies as EUs 028 and 029 operate separate dust collectors to control emissions of particulates below the Title V major source threshold.  
PROJECT REVIEW
The changes made as part of this renewal include adoption of PSD avoidance limits that lower the facility PTE emissions of PM/PM10/PM2.5 to below the PSD major source threshold of 250 TPY.  With the PSD avoidance limits adopted, the following additional changes were made.  Each limestone silo (EUs 001 and 004) particulate PTE now less than 1 tpy makes both units exempt from Florida RACT Rules.  The boiler (EU 037) annual opacity test was removed.  An annual opacity test does not apply to units that only fire natural gas (Rule 62-297.310(8)(a)5.e., F.A.C.).  The continuous monitor/record of the fume incinerator combustion zone temperature was removed as a requirement from EUs 015, 038, 039, 040, and 043 that are asphalt tanks, as this is not required for asphalt tanks by NSPS Subpart UU but it is required for EU 012 (blowing stills).  The operating temperature is recorded during performance tests subject to NSPS Subpart UU.  This is per 40 CFR 60.473(d).  Also, NESHAP Subpart AAAAAAA monitor/records/report requirements appear in more detail for the blowing stills (EU 012) and asphalt coater system No. 2 (EU 034). 
Other changes made of this renewal are reformatting, replacement of TV-6 with new Appendix TV, the streamlining of EU sections by combining multiple emissions units in individual permit sections with common permit conditions into a single section.  This last function reduces duplication, minimizing errors, and improves permit use by shortening the document by about 40 percent. 
Rule 62-296.700(6), F.A.C. contains Operating and Maintenance Plan inspection and records requirements.  These requirements applied and are not explicitly stated as permit conditions for EUs 002-003, 029, and 045.  EU 028 already had these requirements.
CONCLUSION
This project adopts PSD major source avoidance limits for particulate matter and renews Title V air operation renewal permit No. 0310030-018-AV, which was effective on October 4, 2013.  This Title V air operation permit renewal is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statues (F.S.), and Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213, F.A.C. 
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
