Section I. Facility Information.
Subsection A. Facility Description.
This permit is for the purpose of renewing Title V Air Operation Permit No. 0310530-002-AV.
This facility manufactures fiberglass, metal and insulation products.  Enclosures are manufactured to protect and insulate water utility systems equipment such as valves, pumps and backflow devices. Operations consist primarily of a lamination/gel coating area, grinding/trimming booths, metal fabrication shop, and expanding foam application booth. Fiberglass and resin are applied by hand or (primarily) spray lay-up techniques.  VOC emissions (primarily styrene and methyl methacrylate monomers) are exhausted from the building by three stacks.  
Also included in this permit are miscellaneous insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
This facility is subject to the applicable provisions of 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW-National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants:  Reinforced Plastic Composites Production.

Based on the Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal application received February 3, 2010, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, FAC, and Rule 2.1201, JEPB.

10. Statement of Compliance. The annual statement of compliance pursuant to Rule 62-213.440(3)(a)2., FAC, shall be submitted to the Permitting Authority and EPA within 60 (sixty) days after the end of the calendar year using DEP Form No. 62-213.900(7), FAC.  {Permitting Note:  This condition implements the requirements of Rules 62-213.440(3)(a)2. & 3., F.A.C. (see Condition 51. of Appendix TV-6, Title V Conditions)}

11. Certification by Responsible Official (RO).  In addition to the professional engineering certification required for applications by Rule 62-4.050(3), F.A.C., any application form, report, compliance statement, compliance plan and compliance schedule submitted pursuant to Chapter 62-213, F.A.C., shall contain a certification signed by a responsible official that, based on information and belief formed after reasonable inquiry, the statements and information in the document are true, accurate, and complete.  Any responsible official who fails to submit any required information or who has submitted incorrect information shall, upon becoming aware of such failure or incorrect submittal, promptly submit such supplementary information or correct information.

12. Excess emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.  In the case of excess emissions resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the Permitting Authority in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, FAC and Rule 2.1401, JEPB.  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted to the Permitting Authority in a quarterly report, if requested by the Permitting Authority.

13. The permittee shall submit reports of any required monitoring at least every six (6) months.  All instances of deviations from permit requirements must be clearly identified in such reports.  The permittee shall report in accordance with the requirements of Rule 62-210.700(6), FAC, Rule 62-4.130, FAC, Rule 2.201, JEPB, and 
Rule 2.1401, JEPB, deviations from permit requirements, including those attributable to upset conditions as defined in the permit.  Reports shall include the probable cause of such deviations, and any corrective actions 
or preventive measures taken. All reports shall be accompanied by a certification by a responsible official, pursuant to Rule 62-213.420(4), FAC, and Rule 2.501, JEPB.  Unless otherwise specified in a permit, rule, or 
order; reports shall cover the period of January through June (report due on or before September 1) and July through December (report due on or before March 1).

Fiberglass and resin are applied by hand or (primarily) spray lay-up techniques.

Maximum allowable resin usage shall be limited to 67.5 lbs/hour (13 tons/yr of HAP emissions) for mechanical resin application and 47.55 lbs/month (0.01 tons/year of HAPs) for manual resin application. Maximum allowable gel coat usage shall be limited to 67.5 lbs/hour (55.73 tons/year of HAPs) for gel coat application.
