This Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The subject of this permit is the renewal of Title V Air Operation Permit and the incorporation of construction permit 0330082-010-AC, issued concurrently, and several minor changes that did not require a construction permit.

The Air Construction Permit 0330082-010-AC incorporated into this operating permit is for the facility-wide fuel usage capacity limit of 385 MMCFT/yr of natural gas.  This facility-wide limit combines the previous limits of EUs 027 and 039 (75 and 310 MMCFT/yr respectively) and also includes unregulated and insignificant natural gas burners.  CAM does not apply.

This facility consists of two regulated emission units.  EU 027 is a 16.9 MMBtu/hr Natural Gas fired Hot Water Boiler and EU 039 consists of 19 Natural Gas fired steam Boilers totaling 61.65 MMBtu/hr.    
EU 027 and EU 039 will be operated using only pipeline quality natural gas.  Fuel usage of these units is monitored as part of the facility wide capacity limit and approximate individual fuel consumption is based on hours of operation.  The EU 027 equipment is designed for 16.9 MMBtu/hr and the facility is required to report any changes to the equipment.  The EU 039 total equipment is designed for a 61.65 MMBtu/hr and the facility is required to report any changes to the equipment.  Records of natural gas fuel usage will be maintained on monthly and 12-month rolling totals.
Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
Based on the Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal application received August 5, 2008 is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).
