On January 14, 1999, the applicant requested that the Total HAP and Styrene emission caps be removed from the permit.

Emissions Unit 002 identifies the lacquer, adhesive and gray gel operation in the Fabrication Building as follows: wall fans in the Fabrication Building, E14 through E27; and the fan/stack systems in the Fabrication Spray Booth, E28 and E29.

Emission Unit 003 identifies the adhesive, solvent, bottom painting and miscellaneous operations in the Assembly Building as follows: ceiling fans in the Assembly Building, E30 through E44; the wall fans in the Assembly Building, E45 and E46; and the fan/stack systems in the Bottom Paint Area in the Assembly Building, E47 through E52.
