Proposed Changes to Savannah Foods Industrial, Inc. Proposed Title V Permits to Satisfy EPA Objections

Dear Mr. Neeley:


This letter is to document changes that the Department proposes to satisfy EPA Region 4 objections to Florida's Proposed Title V permits for Savannah Foods Industrial, Inc., Everglades Sugar Refinery, 0510001-001-AV.  These objections were detailed in a letter from EPA Region 4 dated April 24, 2000 in which EPA indicated the primary basis for objection was Periodic Monitoring.  Also, the objection letter stated that there are no ranges or set points for the parametric monitoring of the bone char kiln scrubber, monitoring or the main boiler for particulate emissions, and appropriate averaging times for several specific conditions.


The changes proposed in this letter result primarily from discussions with the permittee.  Please review the following proposed changes to the referenced permits.  If you concur with our changes, we will issue Final permits with these changes.


The following items and changes are presented generally in the order of  the Enclosure received with the USEPA letter of April 24, 2000.   Inserted words in the permit conditions are shadowed in gray:

EPA Objection Issues
1.
Periodic Monitoring - Section III, Specific Conditions A.10., B.9., and C.8. were amended as follows: (only A.10. is shown since the other two are the same except for the referenced conditions)

A.10.
In order to document continuing compliance with Specific Conditions No. A.6., No. A. 9., records of the percent sulfur content of all fuel burned and the quantities of fuel burned shall be kept.  The basis of these records of sulfur content shall be either as-shipped analyses from the vendor supplied with the shipment, or in the case of on-site blending, analyses of a fuel sample of the blend from the fuel storage tank(s) after each time a shipment of fuel is received.  These records shall be kept for a period of 5 years and shall be available to the department upon request.

[Rules 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

No analysis of the tank is required if all oil received is at or below the sulfur content stipulated in the permit, therefore there is no frequency of analysis that can be imposed..

Specific condition A.12. did need a period during which the average feed to the kiln should be calculated.  Specific Condition A.4.3. was added after consultation with the permittee.

A.4.3.  The feed rate to the kiln shall be averaged over a 12 hour period and recorded in a log.

Practical Enforceability - Section III, condition A.11. concerning parametric monitoring of the scrubber for the bone char kiln was amended.   To date there have been no quantitative determinations made to ascertain the parametric data of scrubber water pressure and flow rate, satisfactory operating conditions are available from past compliance tests.  These data can establish a normal operating condition.  Future data can establish range limits.  Until such time when data is sufficient to establish range limits, the specific condition is changed as follows:

A.11.  The scrubber control system shall be equipped with instrumentation to monitor inlet water pressure and flow.  Such instrumentation shall be properly maintained so as to be functional at all times.  Readings shall be logged every 8 hours while the kiln is in operation.  In the event of a significant deviation from normal conditions, a notation shall be made in the log and a subjective visual observation of the stack emissions from the kiln shall be made and recorded.  Necessary corrective action shall taken immediately.

A.11.1.   Parameters shall be developed prior to the renewal of this permit to establish ranges for the inlet water pressure and flow rate that are associated with satisfactory operation of the kiln.

Periodic Monitoring and Compliance Testing - BACT for the main boiler for particulate emissions requires operation and maintenance in such a manner as to minimize particulate emissions.  These operation and maintenance practices are stipulated in an O & M manual.  This has been added to the permit condition as follows:

B.5.  Particulate Matter.  The boiler shall be operated and maintained in such a manner as to minimize particulate emissions at all times.  An operation and maintenance manual delineating conditions necessary to minimize emissions, especially particulate, will be available and operators shall be fully trained in the proper operating procedures.  The shift supervisor is responsible for adherence to proper operating practices.

4.
Appropriate Averaging Times - Conditions A.4.2 and D.4.2 have been corrected by including a 12 hour averaging time for the feed rates to both the bone char kiln and the hammer-mill. (see above)


Specific Condition 9 was added as follows:

9.  The averaging times for all specific emission standards are based on the run times specified in test methods used for determining compliance.

Specific Conditions A.5., B.4., B.4.1., C.4., D.5., and D.5.1., all visible emissions limiting rules, have been changed to include the averaging times necessary for compliance with the rule.


Specific conditions A.8.1, B.7.,  C.6., and D.7. specify the time required for the appropriate EPA Reference Method 9 tests. 

II.
General Comments
2.
Section II Condition 12 - Specific Condition 11 was added.  Subsequent conditions were renumbered.  New Specific Condition is as follows:

11.  This facility shall submit a Title V Compliance Certification to the EPA annually in accordance with  Rule 62-213.440(3)(a)3, F.A.C.  This Statement of Compliance shall contain the information set forth in Condition 51. of APPENDIX TV-3, TITLE V CONDITIONS and 40 CFR Part 70.6(c)(5)(iii), adopted by reference in Rule 62-213.440, F.A.C.
3.
Periodic Monitoring - All references to "Periodic Monitoring" and Rule 62-213.440(1)(b), F.A.C. (Periodic Monitoring) and 40 CFR 70.6(a)(3)(i)(B) have been removed from the permit.

As you know, the 90 day period ends 07/23/2000.  All parties involved have been expeditiously seeking resolution of these issues.  We feel that EPA's concerns have been adequately addressed and we look forward to issuing final permits.  Please advise as soon as possible if you concur with the specific changes detailed above. This Title V air operation permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

This facility consists of a bone char kiln, a main boiler, a package boiler, and a hammer mill

The Bone Char Kiln , Emission Unit 001, is used to rejuvenate the bone char used to purify the sugar prior to crystallization.  Emissions are controlled by a water spray scrubber.  The kiln is fired with No. 2 diesel oil with a maximum sulfur content of 0.5% by weight. 

It is subject to the Process Weight Table for emissions limits for particulate.  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(a)2., F.A.C.] It is subject to EPA Reference Method 5 testing requirements.

The Main Boiler, Emission Unit 002, is a 100.8 MMBtu/hr unit fired with No. 6 residual oil.  There are no emissions controls on the unit.

It is subject to Best Available Control Technology (BACT) for particulate and sulfur dioxide.  [Rule 62-296.406, F.A.C.]

The Package Boiler, Emission Unit 003, is a 200 hp Johnston Boiler Model PFTB200-41-155 fired with No. 2 diesel oil with a maximum sulfur content of 0.5% by weight.
