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I.  Comments.


Comments were received from Mr. David Buff, Golder Associates, Inc. (after the 30-day public notice period) and the PROPOSED Title V permit was changed.  The comments were not considered significant enough to reissue a DRAFT Title V permit and require another public notice.  The change made is shown below.

1. Comment #1.  Emissions Units Conditions – Subsection A. A.1. The maximum operating capacity for Boiler No.3 should be 35.6 MMBtu/hr instead of 33.6 MMBtu/hr, based on the latest construction permit for Boiler No.3.

F.3.  Determination of Process Variables.

Required Equipment.  The owner or operator of an emissions unit for which compliance tests are required shall install, operate, and maintain equipment or instruments necessary to determine process variables, such as process weight input or heat input, when such data are needed in conjunction with emissions data to determine the compliance of the emissions unit with applicable emission limiting standards.
