Applicant

The applicant for this project is Southern Gardens Citrus Processing Corporation. Facility Description

The applicant operates the Clewiston Facility, which is located in Hendry County at 1820 County Road 833, Clewiston, Florida  33440.  
The existing facility consists of two citrus peel dryers, two pellet coolers and four boilers.  The emissions units operate on fuel oil, ethanol, d-limonene and cold-pressed oil.  The dryers control emission with waste heat evaporators which are equipped with a wet scrubber and sodium-alkali scrubbing.  The facility has the potential to emit the following pollutants: carbon monoxide, nitrogen oxide, particulate matter, sulfur dioxide, volatile organic pollutants, methanol and other hazardous air pollutants.  The facility is major for prevention significant deterioration and hazardous air pollutants.  The facility is subject to Title 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 60 Subpart A (General Provisions), Subpart Dc (Standards of Performance for Small Industrial-Commercial-Institutional Steam Generating Units) and Subpart IIII (Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines).  The facility is subject to Title 40 CFR Part 63 Subparts A (General Provisions) and ZZZZ (National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines).
Project DESCRIPTION

The purpose of this permitting project is to renew the existing Title V permit for the above referenced facility.
