Appendix I-1: List of Insignificant Emissions Units and/or Activities.
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_____________________________________________________________________________________

The facilities, emissions units, or pollutant-emitting activities listed in Rule 62-210.300(3)(a), F.A.C., Categorical Exemptions, or that meet the criteria specified in Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C., Generic Emissions Unit Exemption, are exempt from the permitting requirements of Chapters 62-210, 62-212, and 62-4, F.A.C.; provided, however, that exempt emissions units shall be subject to any applicable emission limiting standards* and the emissions from exempt emissions units or activities shall be considered in determining the potential emissions of the facility containing such emissions units.  Emissions units and pollutant-emitting activities exempt from permitting under Rules 62-210.300(3)(a) and (b)1., F.A.C., shall not be exempt from the permitting requirements of Chapter 62-213, F.A.C., if they are contained within a Title V source; however, such emissions units and activities shall be considered insignificant for Title V purposes provided they also meet the criteria of Rule 62-213.430(6)(b), F.A.C.  No emissions unit shall be entitled to an exemption from permitting under Rules 62.210.300(3)(a) and (b)1., F.A.C., if its emissions, in combination with the emissions of other units and activities at the facility, would cause the facility to emit or have the potential to emit any pollutant in such amount as to make the facility a Title V source.

The below listed emissions units and/or activities are considered insignificant pursuant to Rule 62-213.430(6), F.A.C.

Brief Description of Emission Units and/or Activities

1.
A small (5 to 10 gallon capacity) acetone recovery still may be located at the facility, which will not emit regulated pollutants.

2.
A small quantity of natural gas or propane fuel for space heating may be used at the facility.

3.
A resin storage tank may be installed at the facility to facilitate the manufacturing process, replacing the resin totes initially proposed.

4.
Chemicals/materials used for research/development, quality control evaluation, cleanup materials, propellants, mold care/cleaners, and adhesives that emit air pollutants at the facility that are used on a non-routine basis.  A "non-routine basis" means for these activities/operations, when a chemical/material is used less than 100 pounds/year as determined from purchase logs/records.

5.
Activities involving the cutting, sanding, or trimming of fiberglass, wooden, or foam parts, where not performed by hand tools (trivial list activity) or in the area utilizing a vacuum collector (e.g., "shop vac") venting internally to the building.  These activities are to be conducted under Good Work Practice Standards per Attachment Nos. 2 and 3 of the application dated September 14, 2004.

* These requirements may consist of applicable regulations and/or requirements contained in the Facility-Wide Conditions of Section II of this permit.
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
