STATEMENT OF BASIS

This Title V air operation permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, 62-213, and 62-214.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.





This facility consists of two gas turbine peaking units No.1 and No.2.  Both units have separate exhaust stacks and are permitted to fire No.2 fuel oil or natural gas.  Each turbine is rated at 33.8 MW at a maximum heat input of 562.6 MMBtu/hr.





The gas turbine peaking units may fire natural gas or No. 2 fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content of 1.0 percent by weight.  Each turbine is rated for and has a maximum heat input of 33.8 MW (megawatts of electricity) and 562.6 MMBtu/hr, respectively.  Emissions are not controlled and each turbine exhausts through a separate stack.  These units are not subject to any federal requirements, NSPS - 40 CFR 60,  Subpart GG, Standards of Performance for Stationary Gas Turbines or Acid Rain.  The  above units began commercial service in 1968.  The emissions units are regulated under Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C., Permits Required.





A fossil fuel fired steam generator (E.U. ID. No. -002), which has been permanently retired, is referenced in this permit.   The date of permanent retirement is January 1, 1995.  The unit has been completely dismantled and removed from the facility.  Permit AO 28-211596 for this unit has been formally surrendered by letter on November 21, 1996.  The final “Retired Unit Exemption” was issued by the U.S. EPA Region 4 on January 31, 1997.


 


Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated emissions units and/or activities.





Based on the initial Title V permit application received June 14, 1996, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

I.  Comments.





The Department received no comments from Region 4, U.S. EPA regarding the PROPOSED permit.  However, based on comments on another PROPOSED permit reviewed earlier, the following generic changes were made:





1.  The citing of Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)10., F.A.C., in specific condition A.15.(a), was deleted since no emissions units are exempt from permitting at a Title V source and the condition is only a statement referring the reader back to Rule 62-210.300(3)(a), F.A.C., which states the same.





2.  In specific condition A.15.(b), 4th line, the word “shall” was changed to “may” because of what has been approved in the SIP.  The citing was also modified to contain the qualifier “SIP approved”.





3.  The addresses and appropriate particulars were added for the compliance office, and the U.S. EPA, Region 4 office in Section II.  Facility-wide Conditions.  Please refer to specific conditions 10 and 11.





4.  In Appendix TV-1:


  a.  Condition No. 11 has been flagged as “Not federally enforceable.”


  b.  Condition No. 55 was deleted due to duplicity with condition No. 17; and, the subsequent conditions have been renumbered.


  c.  Condition No. 54 has been flagged as “Not federally enforceable.”


  d.  Condition No. 56 (now No. 55) has been edited and the citing has a flag of “(Chapter 62-	281, F.A.C., is not federally enforceable)”.


  e.  Condition No. 57 (now No. 56) has been flagged as “Not federally enforceable until SIP approved.”





5.  In Section II.  Facility-wide conditions., specific condition 9 was added to define the effective date of the permit as day one for any reporting, monitoring, or recording requirements that are time-based.





6.  Acid Rain Part:  the following new conditions have been added to the part:


  a.  (new) 3.  Emission Allowances.  Emissions from sources subject to the Federal Acid Rain Program (Title IV) shall not exceed any allowances that the source lawfully holds under the Federal Acid Rain

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Program.  Allowances shall not be used to demonstrate compliance with a non-Title IV applicable requirement of the Act.


	1.  No permit revision shall be required for increases in emissions that are authorized by 	allowances acquired pursuant to the Federal Acid Rain Program, provided that such increases do not require a permit revision pursuant to Rule 62-213.400(3), F.A.C.


	2.  No limit shall be placed on the number of allowances held by the source under the Federal Acid Rain Program.


	3.  Allowances shall be accounted for under the Federal Acid Rain Program.

7.  The following was added to the facility wide conditions:


12.  Statement of Compliance.  The annual statement of compliance pursuant to Rule 62-213.440(3), F.A.C., shall be submitted within sixty (60) days after the end of the calendar year.

8.  In Section II.  Facility-wide Conditions., in specific condition 7, the EPA compliance test method (Method 9) was added as the method of compliance along with the appropriate rule citing [Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1. & 4., F.A.C.].





9.  Several changes were made to Appendix TV-1 to reflect the rule changes discussed above, and to properly identify conditions that are not federally enforceable.  


a.  The following additional rules have been marked as “not federally enforceable”:


	62-4.030, F.A.C., General Prohibition, (see condition number 1.)


	62-4.220, F.A.C., Operation Permit for New Sources, (see condition number 14.)


	62-210.300(5) , F.A.C., Notification of Startup, (see condition number 19.)


b.  Appendix TV-1, now carries a version date of “12/02/97”.





10.  Appendix E-1, List of Exempt Emissions Units and/or Activities has been replaced with I-1, List of Insignificant Emissions Units and/or Activities.  When appropriate, all references to exempt emissions units has been changed to insignificant emissions units.





II.  Conclusion.





In conclusion, the changes that have been made are insignificant in nature and do not impose additional noticing requirements and, therefore, allow the permit to go final.

7.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged 


into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or
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greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

8.  Not federally enforceable.  Reasonable precautions should be taken to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility.  Steps presently taken at the facility to minimize particulate emissions are as follows:

	•  Limiting access to plant property by unnecessary vehicles.

(b) Accuracy of Equipment.  Equipment or instruments used to directly or indirectly determine process variables, including devices such as belt scales, weight hoppers, flow meters, and tank scales, shall be calibrated and adjusted to indicate the true value of the parameter being measured with sufficient accuracy to allow the applicable process variable to be determined within 10% of its true value.

A.13.  Operating Rate During Testing.


Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emissions unit operating at permitted capacity.  If it is impracticable to test at permitted capacity, an emissions unit may be tested at less than the minimum permitted capacity (i.e., at less than 90 percent of the maximum operation rate allowed by the permit); in this case, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test load until a new test is conducted, provided however, operations do not exceed 100 percent of the maximum operation rate allowed by the permit.  Once the emissions unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

A.14.  Applicable Test Procedures.


(a) Required Sampling Time.


	2. Opacity Compliance Tests.  When EPA Method 9 is specified as the applicable opacity test 


      method, the required minimum period of observation for a compliance test shall be sixty (60) 


      minutes for emissions units which emit or have the potential to emit 100 tons per year or more of 


      particulate matter, and thirty (30) minutes for emissions units which have potential emissions less 
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      than 100 tons per year of particulate matter and are not subject to a multiple-valued opacity standard.


      The opacity test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity


      emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.  Exceptions to these requirements are as follows:


		c. The minimum observation period for opacity tests conducted by employees or agents of the 			Department to verify the day-to-day continuing compliance of a unit or activity with an 				applicable opacity standard shall be twelve minutes.

A.15.  Frequency of Compliance Tests.  The following provisions apply only to those emissions units that are subject to an emissions limiting standard for which compliance testing is required.


(a) General Compliance Testing.


	3. The owner or operator of an emissions unit that is subject to any emission limiting


	standard shall conduct a compliance test that demonstrates compliance with the applicable emission 	limiting standard prior to obtaining a renewed operation permit.  Emissions units that are required to 	conduct an annual compliance test may submit the most recent annual compliance test to satisfy the 	requirements of this provision.  In renewing an air operation permit pursuant to Rule 62-	210.300(2)(a)3.b., c., or d., F.A.C., the Department shall not require submission of emission 	compliance test results for any emissions unit that, during the year prior to renewal:


		a. Did not operate; or


		b. In the case of a fuel burning emissions unit, burned liquid fuel for a total of no more than 400 			hours.


	4. During each federal fiscal year (October 1 - September 30), unless otherwise specified by rule, 	order, or permit, the owner or operator of each emissions unit shall have a formal compliance test 	conducted for:


		a. Visible emissions, if there is an applicable standard;


	8. Any combustion turbine that does not operate for more than 400 hours per year shall conduct a 	visible emissions compliance test once per each five-year period, coinciding with the term of its air 	operation permit.


	9. The owner or operator shall notify the Department, at least 15 days prior to the date on which each 	formal compliance test is to begin, of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact 	person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the owner or 	operator.


	10. An annual compliance test conducted for visible emissions shall not be required for units 	exempted from permitting at Rule 62-210.300(3)(a), F.A.C., or units permitted under the General 	Permit provisions at Rule 62-210.300(4), F.A.C.


(b) Special Compliance Tests.  When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct 
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compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.


(c) Waiver of Compliance Test Requirements.  If the owner or operator of an emissions unit that is subject to a compliance test requirement demonstrates to the Department, pursuant to the procedure established in Rule 62-297.620, F.A.C., that the compliance of the emissions unit with an applicable weight emission limiting standard can be adequately determined by means other than the designated test procedure, such as specifying a surrogate standard of no visible emissions for particulate matter sources equipped with a bag house or specifying a fuel analysis for sulfur dioxide emissions, the Department shall waive the compliance test requirements for such emissions units and order that the alternate means of determining compliance be used, provided, however, the provisions of Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C., shall apply.

A.16.  Visible Emissions Testing - Annual.  By this permit, annual emissions compliance testing for visible emissions is not required for these emissions units while burning:


	a.  only gaseous fuels; or

	c.  only liquid fuels for less than 400 hours per year.
