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Section II.  Facility-wide Conditions



The following conditions apply facility-wide:



1.	APPENDIX TV-1, TITLE V CONDITIONS, (version dated 12/02/97) is a part of this permit.  [Permitting Note:  APPENDIX TV-1, TITLE V CONDITIONS, is distributed to the permitee only.  Other persons requesting copies of these conditions shall be provided one copy when requested or otherwise appropriate.}



2.	Not federally enforceable.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.

Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  

[Rule 62-296.320(2), f.a.c.]



3.   Prevention of Accidental Releases (Section 112(r) of CAA).  If required by 40 CFR 68, the permittee shall submit to the implementing agency:

     a.  a risk management plan (RMP) when, and if, such requirement becomes applicable; and

     b.  certification forms and/or RMP’s according to the promulgated rule schedule.                

[40 CFR 68]



4.   General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.

[Rule 62-296.320(1)(a), F.A.C.]



5.	General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.

Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringlemann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, f.a.c.  [Rule 62-296, 320(4)(b)1. & 4., f.a.c.]



6.	The hours of operation of this facility are not restricted.  [Construction Permit Application dated April 24, 1996]



7.	Insignificant Emission Units and/or Activities.  Appendix I-1, List of Insignificant Emission Units and/or Activities, is a part of this permit.  [Rule 62-213.440(1), 62-213.430(6), and 62-4.040(1)(b), f.a.c.]



8.	Visible emissions shall not exceed 5% opacity. [Rule 62-297.620(4), f.a.c.]
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9.	If the department has reason to believe that any applicable emission standard or condition of the permit is being violated, then the department may require the permittee to conduct compliance tests or keep additional records which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), f.a.c.]



10.   The permittee shall insure that all VOC’s and organic solvents are emitted through the exhaust stack and vents ( i.e. ensure a high capture efficiency ). The building shall be operated at a slight negative pressure.  Doors and windows shall be closed whenever possible.  In the event that there are complaints about odor from nearby facilities, it will be necessary to review the permit and determine if it will be necessary to add controls.

11.   All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions, and spills of solvent materials.    

[ Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C. ]



12.	When appropriate, any recording, monitoring, or reporting requirements that are time-specific shall be in accordance with the effective date of the permit, which defines day one.  [Rule 62-213.440, f.a.c.]

1.   The only regulated VOC’s authorized to be emitted from this facility are butane, N-propyl alcohol, ethyl alcohol, isopropyl alcohol, 1-methoxy - 2-propanol, dipropylene glycol methyl ether, aromatic hydrocarbons, aliphatic hydrocarbons, citrus breeze, Safety-Kleen premium gold solvent.

3.  The combined sum total volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions from all six printers at the LINPAC facility shall not exceed 7.42 tons in any 12 consecutive month period. [ Air Construction Permit AC28�242515; Reference Rule  62�296.320(1), F.A.C.]



4.  The combined sum total butane utilization rate for the entire LINPAC facility shall not exceed   457.63 tons in any 12 consecutive month period.    [ Air Construction Permit Application dated April 24, 1996, and received on April 25, 1996]



5.  The combined sum total utilization rate of ink for all six printers at the LINPAC facility shall not exceed any of the following limits [ Air Construction Permit AC28�242515; Rule  62�296.320(1), F.A.C.]

6.  The combined sum total utilization rate of all VOC's for all six printers at the LINPAC facility, excluding the VOC's from ink, shall not exceed any of the following limits [ Air Construction Permit AC28�242515; Reference Rule  62�296.320(1), F.A.C.]



     (A)  1,005.81 maximum pounds per month



     (B)  5.5 tons in any 12 consecutive month period.
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REQUIRED TESTING:



7.  Visible emissions tests are required to show continuing compliance with the standards of the Department.  The test results must provide reasonable assurance that the unit is capable of compliance at the permitted maximum operating rate.  Test shall be conducted in accordance with EPA Method Nine as published in 40 CFR�60, Appendix A, or State approved equivalent method.  Such tests shall be conducted once per year within 60 days prior to the 19th day of June.   Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.  The Department shall be notified at least 15 days prior to testing to allow witnessing.  

[Rule 62�297.310(7)(a)4.a., F.A.C.]



8.  LINPAC should conduct visible emissions testing while operating within 90% � 100% of the maximum design process weight rate for each source (emissions unit).  The actual process weight rate shall be specified in each test report.  [Rule  62�297.310(2), F.A.C.].



9.  LINPAC shall notify the South District Office Department of Environmental Protection at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted.  [Rule  62�297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.].



Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements



10.  The permittee shall keep records of the material usage.  The records shall be based upon either vendor provided as-shipped analyses or upon analyses of as-received samples. The records shall be maintained for a minimum of 5 years and shall be made available to the department upon request. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
