FINAL PERMIT DETERMINATION

I.  Comment(s).

No comments were received from U.S. EPA, Region 4, concerning the PROPOSED Title V Permit Renewal that was posted on the Department’s web site on May 6, 2004.
The following paragraph of the Statement of Basis is revised to update the promulgation, effective and compliance dates of 40 CFR 63, Subpart ZZZZ: 

“A NESHAP for Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines (RICE), 40 CFR, Part 63 Subpart ZZZZ, was proposed by EPA on December 19, 2002 and signed as a final rule on February 26, 2004. It has not been promulgated yet.  This Subpart was published in the Federal Register on June 15, 2004, with an effective date of August 16, 2004.  These emissions units (engines) are required to comply with all applicable requirements by the effective day of promulgation compliance date of June 15, 2007.  
The Department will revise this permit within 18 months of issuance of this renewal to include the 40 CFR 63, Subpart ZZZZ - National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines.
II.  Conclusion.


The permitting authority hereby issues the FINAL Permit Renewal No.0550018-003-AV with no changes, except as noted above.
