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I.  Public Notice.

An “INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” to Wellcraft Marine located at 1315 State Road 64, Avon Park, Florida, Highlands County was clerked on October 20, 1997.  The “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” was published in the News-Sun.   The DRAFT Title V Air Operation Permit was available for public inspection at the South District in Fort Myers and the  permitting authority’s office in Fort Myers.  Proof of publication of the “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” was received on  May 24,1999.

II.  Public Comment(s).


Comments were received and the DRAFT Title V Operation Permit was changed and reissued.  The comments were not considered significant enough to require another Public Notice.  Comments were received from one respondent during the 30 (thirty) day public comment period.  Listed below is each comment letter in the chronological order of receipt and a response to each comment in the order that the comment was received.  The comment(s) will not be restated.  Where duplicative comments exist, the original response is referenced.

The permittee shall test for stack exit velocity during the year prior to renewal of this permit.  The test shall be conducted utilizing EPA Method 2 in accordance with 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, or a Department approved alternative method.

The permittee shall file the EPA Method 2 test report with the South District Office of the Department as soon as practical, but no later than 45 days after the test is complete.

However, should the permittee elect to accept the 5% opacity limit, a visible emissions test shall be conducted in accordance with Method Nine as published in 40 CFR‑60, Appendix A.   Such tests shall be conducted once per year within 60 days prior to August 30th.   Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.  The Department shall be notified at least 15 days prior to testing to allow witnessing.

The records shall be maintained for a minimum of 5 years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.
