An “INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” to SunPure, Limited for the facility located at 1600 SunPure Road, Avon Park, Highlands County was clerked on August 5, 1999.  The “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” was published in the News-Sun on August 13, 1999.  The DRAFT Title V Air Operation Permit was available for public inspection at the Department of Environmental Protection’s South District Office  in Fort Myers. Proof of publication of the “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” was received on August 26, 1999.

II.  Public Comment(s).

Comments were received and the DRAFT Title V Operation Permit was changed.  The comments were not considered significant enough to reissue the DRAFT Title V Permit and require another Public Notice.  Comments were received from one respondent during the 30 (thirty) day public comment period.
