Operation of the above baghouses will comply with CAM through:  visible emissions, pressure drop, and inspection/maintenance.
In this permit, Emissions Unit No. 66’s brief description was changed from “Conveyor No. 7 to Conveyor No. 8 Transfer Point” to “Conveyor No. 7 to Hopper to Air Slide” and was moved from Subsection C. to Subsection A. because it is a gray cement rather than a slag operation.  In addition, Emissions Unit Nos. 064 (South Hopper Conveyor to Conveyor No. 6 Transfer Point) and 065 (North Hopper Conveyor to Conveyor No. 6 Transfer Point) have been rolled into Emissions Unit No. 054 as a alternate method of operation.  Hence, the brief description for this emissions unit has been changed from “Gypsum Ship Unloading – Ship to Hopper to Belt to Truck” to “Gypsum or Slag Ship Unloading – Ship to Hoppers to Belt to Chute to Truck or Self Unloading.”  Finally, Emissions Unit Nos. 067 (Conveyor No. 8 to Moveable Stick Conveyor No.1), 068 (Moveable Stick Conveyor Nos. 1, 2, and 3 to the Radial Stacker), and 069 (Radial Stacker to Material Piles) have been rolled into Emission Unit No. 059.  Therefore, the brief description for this emissions unit has been changed from “Wet Slag Handling” to “Wet Slag Handling and Conveying.”
This facility is a cement grinding plant that produces gray, white, and masonry cementitious products.  The facility does not manufacture or receive cement clinker but receives finished white and gray cement.  The white cement is not processed any further but the gray cement may be mixed and/or ground with other materials (i.e., gypsum, slag, limestone, and emathlite (clay) to produce various gray and masonry cementitious products.

Particulate emissions generated are controlled by baghouses, cyclones, moisture content of the wet slag, reasonable precautions, and operation and maintenance requirements.

Also included in this permit is a list of insignificant emissions units and/or activities (See Appendix I-1).  No periodic monitoring is required for these emissions units since they are not subject to any unit-specific applicable requirements.
Based on the Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal application received November 24, 2004,, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
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
