The initial Title V Air Operation Permit, No. 0570028-008-AV, was issued/effective on August 14, 2000.  This Title V Air Operation Permit Revision is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213. The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The subject of this permit revision is to incorporate the terms and conditions of Air Construction Permit, No. 0570028-021-AC which authorized a 295,000 tpy increase in amount of natural gypsum rock which can be unloaded and crushed annually. The annual capacity of the entire Tampa Plant was not increased, only the annual capacity of the ship unloading operations and the rock crusher (EU 060 and 106). Additionally Permit No. 0570028-021-AC authorized truck loading activities. The additional material is unloaded, crushed, and transported to the Apollo Beach Plant by truck. It is not processed beyond initial crushing at the Tampa Plant. The use of natural rock, in addition to by product gypsum, at the Apollo Beach Plant allows greater operational flexibility.   
Natural gypsum is unloaded and crushed (EUs 060 and 106). Prior to being loaded into a 350-ton gypsum storage silo, the crushed gypsum may be diverted and transferred by conveyors into the BPG Storage and Handling Building. The crushed rock is loaded into trucks inside the BPG Storage and Handling Building for transport to the Apollo Beach Plant. 

CAM does not apply because the affected emissions units do not utilize a control device to demonstrate compliance. 

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.

Based on the initial Title V Air Operation Permit application, received January 17, 1996, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
