NOTE:  This PROPOSED Revision to the Title V Operation Permit No. 0570029-002-AV (DEP Project No. -006) addresses requirements related to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction of the nitric acid plant.  This nitric acid plant is already subject to 40 CFR 60, Subpart G - Standards of Performance for Nitric Acid Plants.

This Revision to the Title V air operation permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

This facility consists of one ammonium nitrate prill tower, one nitric acid plant, prill rotary drums, three package boilers, one kaolin clay handling and storage system, one ammonium nitrate storage and loadout system, one magnesium oxide silo and one magnesium oxide day tank. The kaolin clay handling and storage system and coated ammonium nitrate storage and loadout system have been shutdown.
Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.

Based on the initial Title V permit application received June 12, 1996, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
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
