This Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The Port Sutton Terminal receives bulk materials from ships, barges, or railcar.  Material received by ship is transferred via clamshell into an onshore hopper.  A series of six covered conveyor belts transfer the material from the onshore hopper to one of four storage buildings.  Railcars are pneumatically unloaded and material is transferred to the buildings using the same covered conveyor belts.  The material can also be transferred via the same covered conveyor belts, between buildings.  The material is loaded out from each building by conveyor belts into either trucks or railcars.  Building Nos. 1 and 2 have one truck load out area each and one truck/railcar load out area each.  Building Nos. 3 and 4 have one truck/railcar load out area each.  The facility also loads material from the onshore hopper directly into trucks (Direct Hit) via covered conveyor belt.  The permit limits the annual material unloading throughput (material received via ship, barge, or railcar) to 1,600,000 tons/yr.

The Port Sutton Terminal can also load material into a ship or barge.  A front end loader dumps material onto a windscreened pad on the dock.  The material is then transferred by clamshell into the ship's hold.  The annual throughput for ship loading via the clamshell is limited to 140,000 tons/yr.

Control of particulate matter emissions from each belt to belt transfer point is achieved by total and partial enclosures.  Control of particulate matter emissions from the ship unloading to the direct hit truck loading station is controlled by a partial enclosure and by the use of a water spray system.  Dust suppressants are also used on an as needed basis. 

The Hartford Street Terminal, which is located approximately one mile east of the Port Sutton Terminal, is also a material handling facility.  Material is delivered to the Hartford Street Terminal by truck or railcar.  The truck dumps material onto an open storage pile and a front end loader transfers the material into a hopper.  From the hopper, material is transferred in an open conveyor belt to a partially enclosed conveyor belt, which then conveys material to one of three storage buildings.  Railcars unload directly into the storage buildings.  Each building has one truck/railcar load out area.  Material can also be loaded into trucks directly from the open storage pile.  

Particulate emissions from the Hartford Street Terminal are controlled by a combination of operational controls, water sprays, and partial enclosures.  

CAM does not apply.
Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
Based on the Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal application received April 11, 2005 this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
