These permits are for the operation of Tampa Bay Shipbuilding and Repair Company’s facility located at 1130 McCloskey Boulevard, Tampa, FL 33605, Hillsborough County.  UTM Coordinates: Zone 17, 358.00 km East and 3089.00 km North. 

This Title V air operation permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, and 62-214.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of these combined permits.

These permits are for an increase in annual usage limitations for interior (RACT) and exterior (Non-RACT) coatings.  There is no increase in the amount of blasting materials or emissions from blasting activities due to this modification.  The applicant has accepted a VOC limit for the exterior (Non-RACT) coatings of 3.5 lbs VOC/gal as applied on an annual basis to avoid the PSD threshold of 250 tpy VOC.  

Based on the initial Title V permit application and the construction permit application received June 7, 2000, this facility is a major source of HAPs and is subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart II - National Emission Standards for Shipbuilding and Ship Repair (Surface Coating).  This facility is considered to be a major (TV) stationary source of criteria pollutants (e.g., VOC, NOx, PM), but, as stated above, this facility falls below the threshold for major sources associated with PSD.  This permit includes limitations to insure that the facility is not a major stationary source with respect to PSD.
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
