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Section I.  Facility Information.





Subsection A.  Facility Description.





This facility consists of fiberglass boat building and associated activities.  Boat building takes place at two contiguous addresses in facilities under common control and performing activities under one Standard Industrial Classification (3732).  Lazzara Yachts employs hand resin and gelcoat application.  Aura Yachts employs spray resin and gelcoat application.  Both facilities engage in miscellaneous coating, wood working, and fiberglass cutting and grinding.  A paint booth is used for coating wood furniture and miscellaneous wood and aluminum articles, as necessary, at the Lazzara Yachts site.  Acetone, used for cleanup in fiberglass products fabricating, has been delisted as a photochemically reactive volatile organic compound.





Volatile organic compound (VOC) and hazardous air pollutant (HAP) emissions are dispersed by building and paint booth fans.  VOC and HAP emissions are controlled by limitations on material usage.





Particulate matter emissions (PME) generated by the cutting, shaping, grinding, and sawing activities are controlled by the use of small "shop vac" type vacuum collectors on major fixed equipment.  Portable vacuums and other good housekeeping practices will be used to control unconfined PME.





Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/exempt emissions units and/or activities.





Based on the initial Title V permit application received March 11, 1997, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.

A.4. Lazzara Yachts shall implement and maintain a recordkeeping/reporting system to demonstrate compliance with the restrictions in Specific Condition Nos.  A.1, A.2, and A.3. Records shall be maintained and made available for inspection/verification by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County for at least the most recent five years.  The system shall include, as a minimum, the following information.[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-213.440(1)(b)2.b., F.A.C. and Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida as Amended and Application for Initial Title V Permit Received March 11, 1997]





Preparation of monthly and rolling 12 month consumption records in tons of all materials used containing VOC and/or HAP.  These records would include the VOC and/or individual HAP content per MSDS or applicable test of each such material on the same form.  


Summation of VOC and individual HAP emissions on a monthly and rolling 12 month basis.  These reports shall be submitted along with the required annual operating report (AOR) for the months covered by that AOR.


Retention of purchase orders and invoices for gelcoats, resins, and paints for at least the previous five consecutive years.


Reporting of any exceedance of a requirement within 10 days of occurrence.





Note (1): Emission calculations shall be used to demonstrate compliance with the limits in Condition No. A.3.  For the purpose to these calculations, the density, styrene content, and VOC content of the raw materials shall be determined from the Material Safety Data Sheet.  Emissions from gelcoat and resin shall be calculated using  the following emission factors:

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NOTE (2):  Compliance with the limits in Condition No. A.3 shall be determined based solely on the results of the emission calculations.  NOTE TO PERMITTEE AND EPC COMPLIANCE PERSONNEL - This facility has been permitted using emission factors at the maximum of the AP-42 ranges.  More recent but unsubstantiated test data has shown that actual emission factors  may be higher than the upper end of the AP-42 ranges. In the future the EPC reserves its authority to reopen this permit  prior to renewal or at renewal time as evidence warrants.  If the material usage remains the same and the emission factors increase, then a construction permit may be required to authorize the higher emissions.

A.5. The enclosed EPA VOC DATA SHEET (Properties of the Coating "AS SUPPLIED" by the manufacturer), designated APPENDIX A shall be retained on-site and made available to inspectors of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County when requested.  If any VOC solvents are added to the materials once the manufacturer has packaged it, then the “As Applied” VOC DATA SHEETS shall be used.





A.6. [Not Federally Enforceable]  The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.





A.7. When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]





A.8.  Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County each calendar year on or before March 1, completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year using the best available emission factors. [Rule 62-210.370(2), F.A.C.]
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A.9.  The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(187), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
