Section I.  Facility Information.





Subsection A.  Facility Description.





The operation involves construction of fiberglass molds and boat hulls, decks, and parts.  Parts may be made of various materials, including metals.  Painting of vessels and parts is also conducted.





Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) and Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) emissions are controlled by limiting material usage.  Coating may take place in a Binks spray booth which exhausts to a 24 foot high stack.  Three forced ventilation exhausts with 33 foot high stacks are used to disperse HAP and VOC emissions.





Woodworking as well as other sanding and grinding operations are conducted as part of the boat manufacturing process.  Reasonable housekeeping methods are used to minimize dust.  These operations are deemed insignificant for permitting purposes.





Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.





Based on the initial Title V permit application received on November 19, 1997, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.


Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.


Immediately attend to all spills/waste as appropriate.








All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc. shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of VOC materials.

	D)	Supervisory inspections shall be conducted during operations to ensure all above stated precautions are taken to reduce fugitive generation.

If any VOC solvents are added to the materials once the manufacturer has packaged it, then the “As Applied” VOC DATA SHEETS shall be used.

Emission from gelcoat and resin shall be calculated using the following emission factors:

NOTE (2):  Compliance with the limits in Condition No. A.2 shall be determined based solely on the results of the emission calculations.  NOTE TO PERMITTEE AND EPC COMPLIANCE PERSONNEL - This facility has been permitted using emission factors at the maximum of the AP-42 ranges.  More recent but unsubstantiated test data has shown that actual emission factors  may be higher than the upper end of the AP-42 ranges. In the future the EPC reserves its authority to reopen this permit to increase emission factors prior to renewal or at renewal time as evidence warrants.  If the material usage remains the same and the emission factors increase, then a construction permit may be required to authorize the higher emissions.
