This Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The subject of this permit is for the renewal of Title V Air Operation Permit, and the incorporation of a construction permit, No. 0570472-005-AC, issued on March 31, 2003, for the increase of the maximum allowable emissions (VOC/HAPs) by using the Unified Emission Factors (UEFs) for Open Molding of Composites, developed by the Composite Fabricators Association (CFA) that have been approved by EPA, and for the removal of restrictions on usage by process with no increase in the maximum allowable material usages specified in the existing Title V operation permit.  This facility is subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart WWWW, with a compliance date of April 21, 2006.

The facility manufactures finished products made with fiberglass, resin, and gelcoat containing styrene.  The operations at this facility include open molding operations (spray lay-up and hand lay-up), closed molding, finishing, and clean-up activities.

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
Based on the Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal application received December 23, 2002, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
