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I.  Public Notice.

An “INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION” to Munters Corporation for the Munters Fort Myers facility located at 108 Sixth Street Southeast, Fort Myers, Lee County was clerked on May 10, 2004.  The “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION” was published in the News-Press on July 13, 2004.  The DRAFT Permit was available for public inspection at the Department of Environmental Protection’s South District Office in Fort Myers.  Proof of publication of the “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION” was received on July 20, 2004.

II.  Public Comment(s).

Comments were received and the DRAFT Permit was not changed.  The comments were not considered significant enough to reissue the DRAFT Permit and require another Public Notice.  Comments were received from one respondent during the 30 (thirty) day public comment period.  Listed below is each comment letter in the chronological order of receipt and a response to each comment in the order that the comment was received.  The comments will not be restated.  Where duplicative comments exist, the original response is referenced.

Vinyl acetate – from 0.090 TPY to 7.47 TPY

Comment #7: A.8.  Change the Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) limit from 213.0 TPY to 266.0 TPY.

Comment #8: A.10.  Change the Ethyl acrylate limit from 0.00055 TPY to 0.000412 TPY.

Response: Refer to Comment #1 response. 

Comment #9: A.11.  Change the Vinyl acetate lime from 0.09 TPY to 0.14 TPY.

Comment# 10: A.12.  Table II.  This table was used as a reference to determine HAP’s and VOC’s ratios to product usage.  It was not meant to be used to determine maximum usage rates and/or emissions.  Furthermore it is not clear what each column is: Product, VOC, etc.

Project:  Title V Air Operation Permit Revision

This permit revision is being issued for the purpose of incorporating the terms and conditions of air construction permits, 0710007-006-AC, 0710007-007-AC, and 0710007-008-AC.  Construction Permit 0710007-006-AC involved changing the method of compliance from stack testing for hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) for Emissions Units 012, 019, and 020 to mass balance recordkeeping.  Emissions Unit 019 included the installation of a CELdak/GLASdek curing/drying oven from Building No. 3 (construction cancelled through Construction Permit 0710007-007-AC) the addition of three exhaust stacks, the removal of the two face/edge coating tanks, and the installation of a Plastic Manufacturing Machine (PDM).  The construction permit revised operating and process rates, hours of operation, and emissions limiting provisions for emissions of nitrogen oxide (NOx), volatile organic compound (VOCs), and HAPs.  The water testing frequency for Emissions Unit 015 was changed from monthly to semi-annually.  Construction Permit 0710007-007-AC involved changes to Emissions Unit 019 for the following construction: the moving of a CELdek/GLASdek curing/drying oven from Building No. 3 did not happen; the installation of two lay-up drying ovens lines with one stack each; the installation of a Glue Dispending Area; and the installation of a saw with a cyclone/baghouse which exhausts inside the building.  This construction permit also revised operating and process rates, and emissions limiting provisions for emissions of nitrogen oxide, VOCs, and HAPs.  Construction Permit 0710007-008-AC involved adding and removing equipment from Emissions Units 012, 019, and 020.  For Emissions Unit 012, the removal of the 1.5 MMBtu gas corrugator #3, the installation of a double roll impregnator/dryer line in place of the #3 corrugator, the installation of two corrugating/curing lines, the implementation of the use of new impregnation mix and new paper, and the removal of the saws and dust collectors to discontinue Visual Emissions testing.  For Emissions Unit 019, the installation of the new slice saw and dust collector from Emission Unit 012.  For Emissions unit 020, the installation of an end trim saw and dust collector and the installation of a bang saw and outside dust collector/baghouse was cancelled.  These revisions are for the facility established in Title V Air Operation Permit, No. 0710007-003-AV, at the existing Munters Fort Myers Site.  This facility is located at 108 Sixth Street, Southeast, Fort Myers, Lee County; UTM Coordinates:  Zone 17, 414.8 km East and 2939.9 km North; and, Latitude:  26( 34’ 43” North and Longitude:  81( 51’ 22” West.

This Title V Air Operation Permit Revision is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

It must be noted that approximately 15% of the material listed under Building # 6 is being used/emitted from Building # 4.  Therefore, in terms of estimating potential emissions in Building #4, 15% of the VOC’s and HAP’s potential usage shown for Building # 6 (Table IV), should be added to Table II.
