Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Facility Description.
Precision Econowind manufactures voice coils and voice coil components.  Methyl ethyl ketone (MEK), a hazardous air pollutant (HAP) is the major volatile organic compound (VOC) species emitted from the operation.  Facility emissions of MEK are in excess of 10 tons/year.  MEK is used predominantly as a diluent for the adhesive used to coat voice coil wire and reinforcing material, and as a cleanup solvent.  MEK solvent is received in 55 gallon drums and stored in the chemical storage building along with various other solvents and raw materials in their original containers, typically 1 and 5 gallon sizes.  Some mixing of solvent and adhesive is done in the building.  Spent solvent is stored in the building until removed by a licensed hazardous waste hauler.  MEK is transferred by hand pump to solvent safety cans for movement to active areas.  Further transfer to reservoirs on various machines or to smaller quart and pint plastic bottles may be required at point of use.

Voice coil wire is passed through a continuous coater where adhesive, thinned with MEK is applied. Then the wire passes though an electrically heated drying section.  The coating area is ventilated by two exhaust fans discharging upward through the roof of the building.  

The material coating area is similar, except that flat material is coated instead of wire.  This adhesive may be thinned with MEK or acetone, as required and the flat material may have one or two coats applied.  Exhaust fans are provided for ventilation.  After electrically heated drying, the material passed to the cutting room to be cut to the desired shape and size.  No particulate emissions are generated in this operation, and only minor amounts of solvent are used to test for adhesive tackiness. 

In the winding area, the wire from the coating operation is wound into coils.   Adhesive and solvent may be used to activate the adhesive previously deposited on the wire fixing the coil shape.  Adhesive-coated flat shaped material may be applied to the wire at this point.  Local ventilation is again provided in this area.  

Additional coated material is used as coil reinforcement in the reinforcing area.  Adhesive is activated by acetone, MEK or alcohol applied by a curtain coater to the support.   The reinforced coils proceed to the coil baking ovens, where the adhesive is set.  Some coils will have their wire ends trimmed, stripped, and tinned in a solder pot.  These operations are conducted by machine in a ventilated enclosure and emissions are considered insignificant. 

MEK and acetone are also used in all areas for part and machine cleaning.  Best management practices, including the use of solvent safety cans, covered parts soaking basins, and controlled disbursement of solvents ensures that VOC emissions form cleanup activities are minimized.   

The applicant requests permit limits of 22 tons/year of MEK, 24.9 tons/year for all VOC species including MEK and other HAP species, and 9.4 tons/year of aggregate HAP species excluding MEK.

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and activities.
Based on the initial Title V Air Operation Permit application received February 18, 1997, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
