The initial Title V Air Operation Permit, No. 0710160-002-AV, was issued/effective on November 6, 1998.  This Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The subject of this permit is for the renewal of Title V Air Operation Permit, No. 0710160-002-AV.

Precision Econowind manufactures voice coils and voice coil components.  Methyl ethyl ketone (MEK), a hazardous air pollutant (HAP) is the major volatile organic compound (VOC) species emitted from the operation.  Facility emissions of MEK are in excess of 10 tons/year.  MEK is used predominantly as a diluent for the adhesive used to coat voice coil wire and reinforcing material, and as a cleanup solvent.  Volatile organic compounds are controlled through ventilation exhaust fans through the roof of the building.  Solvent safety cans, covered ports, soaking basins and controlled disbursement of solvents.  CAM does not apply.

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
Based on the initial Title V Air Operation Permit application received January 31, 1997, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
