Revision to Title V Air Operation Permit No.:  0810007-016-AV

The initial Title V Air Operation Permit, No. 0810007-016-AV, was issued/effective on December 12, 2006.  This Title V Air Operation Permit Revision is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The subject of this permit revision is to incorporate the terms and conditions of Air Construction Permit Nos. 0810007-018-AC and 0810007-020-AC, for the anaerobic reactor with biogas flare (EU 022) at the facility’s wastewater treatment plant.  The emissions unit has been built/modified and the initial performance test has been conducted and compliance demonstrated.
Air Construction Permit No. 0810007-018-AC authorized the replacement of the existing Bacardi anaerobic reactor (Emission Unit 022) with an Upflow Anaerobic Sludge Blanket (UASB) process at the facility’s wastewater treatment plant (WWTP).  As wastewater is treated in the reactor, methane rich biogas is generated.  The biogas is compressed and used to fuel the steam boiler at the WWTP.  Any biogas not used by the boiler is incinerated in a John Zink Biogas Flare system.  Air Construction Permit No. 0810007-020-AC increased the amount of biogas permitted to burn in the flare from 119.0 million cubic feet per year to 139.3 million cubic feet per year.   It also removed the visible emissions testing requirements for EU 022.

CAM does not apply.

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
Based on the Title V permit revision application received June 8, 2009, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).
