Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal

The initial Title V Air Operation Permit No. 0810031-002-AV, was issued/effective on August 22, 1997.  An Administrative Permit Correction No. 0810031-003-AV was issued August 10, 2001.  This Title V permit renewal is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62‑4, 62‑210, and 62‑213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The subject of this permit is to renew the Title V Air Operation Permit.

This facility manufactures transportation products for commercial and military uses.  Manufactured and remanufactured components are subsequently painted in any of five collectively regulated paint spray booths.  The regulated emission unit at this facility is the painting operation which includes five paint spray booths identified as Booth Nos. 1-5 and the drying booth.  A wide variety of one and two part paints, diluents, and solvents are used in the painting operation.  Volatile Organic Compound/hazardous air pollutant (VOC/HAP) emissions from the use of use of paints/coatings, solvent thinners, and general solvent clean-up are tracked with this emission unit.  CAM does not apply.

The paint spray booths 1-4 can accommodate trailer bodies and have doors to enclose the booths during painting operations.  Paint spray booth No. 5 is an open front booth used to coat truck and trailer components.  The drying booth can accommodate trailer bodies and is fired with natural gas only.  Paint spray booth 3 utilizes a separate make-up air heater (preheater) fired with natural gas only.  

Ventilation and dispersion of the volatile organic VOC/HAP emissions generated in the painting operation and general solvent clean-up operation are provided by an exhaust fan in each paint spray booth, each discharging approximately 17,000 acfm vertically, approximately 35 feet above ground level.  Filters in the fan inlets are designed to prevent the discharge of any particulate overspray.  Each fan has its own exhaust stack located on the perimeter of the building.  Doors and windows are closed whenever feasible to insure that VOC/HAP emissions are captured and exhausted through the stacks with adequate dispersion.  The exhaust stack velocity for each paint spray booth is maintained at not less than 18 feet per second to ensure the adequate dispersion of the VOC/HAP emissions and to avoid the objectionable odor.

Particulate matters emissions generated in the wheel blast booth/shot blast booth are vented inside the building and are controlled by the particulate filters in the inlets to the exhaust fans, by portable “shop-vac” vacuum collectors as needed, and normal “good housekeeping” procedures.
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Also included in this permit are miscellaneous insignificant activities.  Insignificant activities include the use of drying booth heater, paint booth 3 air preheater, shot blast booth, 500 gallon diesel fuel tank, diesel tank testing/transfer operations, and welding activities.

Based on the initial Title V Air Operation Permit application received June 17, 1996 and renewal Title V permit application received February 19, 2002, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

{MACT Note:  The painting operations/activities will become subject to the MACT standards of 40 CFR 63, Subpart MMMM – Miscellaneous Metal Parts & Products (Surface Coating) upon promulgation by the U.S. EPA and/or through a case-by-case MACT determination for this source category in accordance with Rule 62-204.800(10)(d), F.A.C.  Other associated activities at this facility, such as drying booth air heater and booth No. 3 air preheater, will become subject to the MACT standards of 40 CFR 63, Subpart DDDDD – Industrial, Commercial and Institutional Boilers, and Process Heaters upon promulgation by the U.S. EPA and/or through a case –by –case MACT determination for this source category in accordance with Rule 62-204.800(10)((d), F.A.C.  New applicable MACT requirements will be incorporated into this Title V permit through the procedures specified in 40 CFR 70.7(f), Reopening for cause (also see TV-4 Condition Nos. 4 and 38).  Thus, this permit may need to be re-opened prior to the expiration date of this permit.}
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
