The purpose of this of this Title V permit revision is to:


1.   Incorporate the terms and conditions of air construction permit No. 0810073-004-AC into the Title V operation permit.  This construction permit authorized relocation of certain VOC emitting activities, physical modification of exhaust stacks and exhaust fans, increased the facility styrene and VOC emission limitations, revised the required exhaust airflow rates, and established additional work practices to reduce offsite odors, as well as revising/clarifying language in some of the permit conditions.  The physical changes have been made, and the required compliance documentation recordkeeping submitted. 

 
2.   Incorporate the requirements of the now effective NESHAPS (MACT) for Boat Manufacturing, 40 CFR 63 Subpart VVVV.
