Section I. Facility Information.

Subsection A. Facility Description.


This facility consists of a synthetic non-PSD fiberglass boat manufacturing facility, since allowable volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions are limited to a maximum of 248.8 tons/yr.  The manufacturing operations are conducted in 3 buildings as described below:


Fiberglass Lamination Building

In this building boat molds are coated with a friction reducing agent, usually wax, prior to beginning the lamination process of the fiberglass.  A portion of the fiberglass is applied by hand (hand lay-up) and the remainder is applied with spraying equipment (spray lay-up).  Upon completion of the lamination process and after adequate curing time, the laminated fiberglass is removed from the mold.  The lamination area is approximately 103 ft. x 300 ft. x 30 ft. and is equipped with 17 forced air vents as shown in Attachment 002 attached to a letter dated July 31, 1997.


A gelcoat booth which may include a water-wall spray scrubber, a large piece grinding/sanding area (open east wall) for mainly hulls & decks, and a small piece grinding/sanding area (no east wall) are activities also performed in this building.


Assembly Building

This building contains a Wood Shop, Wood Mill, Foam Cutting/Adhesive Operation, Production Development Area, and an Assembly Area.  In the assembly area, decks and hulls are connected, power trains are installed along with other miscellaneous associated activities that may include solvent usage.  This building is equipped with 16 forced air vents as shown in Attachment 002 attached to a letter dated July 31, 1997.


Paint Booth Building

This building is used to paint boats.  A water-wall spray scrubber is located on the south wall of the booth and inlet air filters are used on the booth's doors located on the north side of the booth to control emissions of unconfined particulate matter.

General Information

The facility only conducts "resin non-spray layup".  A "Flow Coater" application system is considered a "resin non-spray layup" process.

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous exempt emissions units and/or activities such as the Resin Storage Tank and Acetone Still located to the west of the Fiberglass Laminating Building.


Emissions of styrene and other miscellaneous solvents from the facility will be controlled by monthly material usage logs, work practice requirements, and the dispersion of emissions.


Based on the Title V permit application dated June 13, 1996, this facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).


PERMITTING NOTE: This facility may become subject to the requirements of new NESHAP/MACT regulations for Boat Manufacturing.

C.
Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, bath, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.

Work practice controls shall include limiting the amount of clean-up solvents issued to employees and employees shall use gloves whenever handling resins.

A.4.  The total VOC emissions from this facility shall be verifiable on a monthly basis and shall not exceed 248.8* tons per any 12 consecutive month period.

233.8 tons per any 12 consecutive month period of emissions from materials containing VOC's that are not associated with trivial and exempt emission units and/or activities.  The remaining 15.0 tons per any 12 consecutive month period of emissions are allocated to the trivial and exempt emission units and/or activities at the facility and are not required to demonstrate compliance as specified below.  This allocation is considered a reasonable and practicable requirement for this type of facility in order to assure the facility remains a synthetic non-PSD facility.

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements

A.6.  In order to demonstrate compliance with the limitations of Condition Nos. A.1. and A.4., the permittee shall maintain monthly logs.  At a minimum, the logs shall record the following:

The total monthly hours of using Gelcoat and/or Resin in the Fiberglass Lamination Building along with the most recent 12 consecutive month period total of operating hours.

B.
The total quantity, in lbs., of each material used that contains VOC by making physical measurements of the materials used on a monthly basis.  Be sure to also record the method of application (where appropriate) for each material used (hand lay-up, spray lay-up, etc.).

Note, since materials containing VOC used may not contain 100% VOC, the monthly log shall specify each such material which was used along with its percentage (%) by weight of VOC.  Documentation of such materials used shall be determined by a mass balance method (amount used minus amount captured for disposal or recycle).

C.
Calculate and record the quantity of VOC emissions from each VOC material used, in lbs./month.

D.
Calculate and record the total quantity of VOC emissions from all VOC materials used, in tons/month.
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E.
Calculate and record the most recent 12 consecutive month period of all VOC emissions, in tons.


General Recordkeeping Requirements
F.
Each log shall have the appropriate footnotes listing any emission factors used.  NOTE TO PERMITTEE AND DEP COMPLIANCE PERSONNEL - This facility has been permitted using emission factors at the lower end of the AP-42 ranges.  More recent test data has shown that actual emission factors are generally higher than the upper end of the AP-42 ranges.  Be sure to see the attached DARM-PER/GEN-37, Guidance Memorandum dated June 1, 1998.  This issue must be addressed in future compliance determinations and permitting applications, i.e., Annual Operating Report.
G.
Each log, where applicable, shall have attached the documentation for all VOC chemicals captured for disposal or recycle.

H.
The monthly logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.  Supporting documentation (MSDS sheets, purchase orders, etc.) shall be kept for each material which includes sufficient information to determine VOC emissions.

I.
The logs/records shall be kept at the facility for at least 5 years and made available to the Department and MCEMD.

J.
Be sure a copy of the most recent 1 month of logs are attached to the application to renew this permit.

Reasonable Assurances
A.7.  Not Federally Enforceable.  As an indicator that the reasonable precautions to control unconfined particulate matter are adequate, visible emissions from the 3 buildings and facility grounds shall not exceed 5% opacity.  If this value is exceeded it shall be not be a violation in and of itself, but may be a violation of the reasonable precautions that are required.
