�Section II.  Facility-wide Conditions.



The following conditions apply facility-wide:



1. APPENDIX TV-1, TITLE V CONDITIONS is a part of this permit.

APPENDIX TV-1, TITLE V CONDITIONS, is distributed to the permittee only.  Other persons requesting copies of these conditions shall be provided one copy when requested or otherwise appropriate.



2. Not Federally Enforceable. General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited.   The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

3. General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards. General Visible Emissions Standard.  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

4. Prevention of Accidental Releases (Section 112(r) of CAA).  If required by 40 CFR 68, the permittee shall submit to the implementing agency:

     a.  a risk management plan (RMP) when, and if, such requirement becomes applicable; and

     b.  certification forms and/or RMPs according to the promulgated rule schedule.

5. Insignificant Emissions Units and/or Activities.  Appendix E-1, List of Insignificant Emissions Units and/or Activities, is a part of this permit.

6. General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  To comply, procedures to minimize pollutant emissions shall include the following:



		a)	tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use,

		b)	tightly cover, where possible, all open troughs, basins, baths, tanks, etc. when they are not in use,

		c)	maintain all piping, valves, fittings, etc. in good operating condition,

		d)	prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC's,

		e)	immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure certain wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

�7. Not Federally Enforceable. Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include:



a)	Chemical or water application to unpaved roads and unpaved yard areas.

b)	Paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas and yards.

c)	Landscaping or planting of vegetation.

d)	Other techniques, as necessary

8. Not Federally Enforceable. When appropriate, any recordings, monitoring, or reporting requirements that are time-specific shall be in accordance with the effective date of the permit, which defines day one.

Essential Potential to Emit (PTE) Parameters



A1. Hours of Operation.  The emission unit is permitted to operate 16 hours per day up to 3920 hours per twelve consecutive months.

A2. Visible emissions from the following source exhaust stacks shall not exceed 20% opacity.

A3. Volatile Organic Compound: The total VOC emission rate shall not exceed 80 tons per twelve consecutive months, updated monthly.

Test Methods and Procedures



A4. The following source exhaust stacks must be compliance tested for visible emissions in accordance with EPA Method 9 at least 180 days prior to the permit expiration date. The compliance test shall be conducted for one hour.

A5. At least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is due to begin, the permittee shall provide written notification of the test to the Orange County Environmental Protection Department.  The notification must include the following information: the date, time and location of each test; the name and telephone number of the facility's contact person who is responsible for coordinating the test;  and the name, company, and telephone number of the person conducting the test.

A6. Permitted Capacity. The maximum operation rate is 280 pounds/hour of laminating chemicals and 30 pounds per hour of paints and solvents.

A7. Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emissions unit operation at permitted capacity.  Permitted capacity is defined as 90 to 100 percent of the maximum operation rate allowed by the permit.  If it is impractical to test at permitted capacity, an emissions unit may be tested at less than the minimum permitted capacity;  in this case, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements



A8. In order to demonstrate compliance with conditions number A1, A3, and A6, the permittee shall maintain a log at the facility. The log at a minimum shall contain the following twelve consecutive month total of:



Monthly

a)	operating hours

b)	pounds of laminating chemicals and paints and solvents.

c)	consecutive 12 month total of:

	- VOC/HAP material usage rate

	- VOC/HAP emission rate

A9. Supporting documentation, such as Material Safety Data Sheets, purchase orders, etc., shall be kept to provide sufficient information to determine compliance. The log and documents shall be kept at the facility for at least 5 years and made available to the Department. The monthly log shall be completed by the 15th of the following month.

A10. Compliance with the VOC emission limit shall be determined through the use of laminating chemicals, paints and solvents. The emissions are based on the quantity of chemical used times the emission factor.
