Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  To comply, procedures to minimize pollutant emissions shall include the following:

tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use,

tightly cover, where possible, all open troughs, basins, baths, tanks, etc. when they are not in use,



c)
maintain all piping, valves, fittings, etc. in good operating condition,



d)
prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC's,



e)
immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure certain wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

A6. Compliance with the VOC emission limit shall be determined through the use of laminating chemicals, paints and solvents. The emissions are based on the quantity of chemical used times the emission factor.
