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I.  Comment(s).
Objections were received from the USEPA, the objections were resolved, approval of the resolutions was conveyed in a facsimile on behalf of Winston Smith dated December 13, 2001, and the PROPOSED Permit was changed.  The comments were not considered significant enough to reissue a DRAFT Permit and require another public notice.  The changes made are shown below.

A. EPA Objection Issues

1. Section II, conditions 6 and 7, of the proposed permit consist of control and work practice standards for Volatile Organic compounds (VOCs) and particulate matter, respectively.  These conditions are labeled as "not federally enforceable."  However, these conditions are federally enforceable because they are contained in the federally-approved portion of the Florida State Implementation Plan (SIP).  Therefore, the permit must be changed to reflect that these conditions are federally enforceable.

Response:
Conditions 6 and 7 are changed as follows:

6.
General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  To comply, procedures to minimize pollutant emissions shall include the following:


a)
Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use;


b)
Tightly cover, where possible, all open troughs, basins, baths, tanks, etc. when they are not in use;


c)
Maintain all piping, valves, fittings, etc. in good operating condition;


d)
Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs; and


e)
Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure certain wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

[Rule 62-296.320(1)(a), F.A.C. and Permit AC48-207363]

7.
Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include:


a)
Use of high efficiency spray guns; and


b)
Maintain filters in good working order.

[Rule 62-296.320(4)(c)2., F.A.C.]

2. Condition A.2 of the proposed permit indicates that an Unsaturated Polyester Resin and a Gel Coat are permitted to be used at the facility, and states that the maximum allowable utilization rates of these materials per consecutive 12 months are, 515,000 pounds (lbs) and 85,000 lbs, 
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respectively.  Condition A.2 also includes an emission factor of 0.07 for the Unsaturated Polyester Resin and 0.13 for the Gel Coat.  However, there are no units associated with these emission factors making it hard to determine exactly what the emission factors are supposed to represent.

Since the permit only limits the quantities of materials used, and does not contain a limit for the emission of any pollutant, it appears that the intent of each emission factor is to relate the quantity of material used to the quantity of a regulated pollutant that will be emitted.  This relationship between the material usage limit and the emission of Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs), would also limit the emissions of HAPs for the facility.  However, the lack of a clear definition of the units for these emission factors, and the fact that the permit fails to indicate the pollutant(s) of concern, render these emission factors meaningless.  The result is that the condition is unenforceable.  Therefore, condition A.2 must be revised to include the appropriate units for each respective emission factor.  Further, since the permit does not otherwise restrict the emission of HAPs from the facility, the permit must contain a conditions that will define the HAP emission limits.

Response:
Conditions A.2 and A.3 are changed as follows:

A2.
Capacity.  The permitted materials and maximum utilization rates per consecutive 12 months are as follows:

a)  Unsaturated Polyester Resin
0.07 lbs styrene emitted/lbs material used
515,000

b)  Gel Coat
0.13 lbs styrene emitted/lbs material used
85,000

The applicant may use different volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) materials than those stated in the application provided applicable emission limits are not exceeded.

A3.
The facility’s VOC emissions rate is limited to less than 25.0 tons per consecutive 12 months and the facility’s HAP emissions rate is limited to less than 25.0 tons per consecutive 12 months.

III.  Conclusion.


In conclusion, the changes that have been made are insignificant in nature and do not impose additional public noticing requirements.  The permitting authority hereby issues the FINAL Permit, with any changes noted above.
