Title V Operation Permit Revision

Proposed Permit No.:  0990015-004-AV

The initial Title V Air Operation Permit, No. 0990015-001-AV, was effective on August 19, 1998.  This Title V Air Operation Permit Revision is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statues (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The subject of this permit revision is to incorporate the terms and conditions of air construction permit numbers 099-0015-002-AC and 099-0015-003-AC.  The replacement equipment has been installed, tested, and demonstrated compliance with the applicable requirements of the construction permits.

Project No. 099-0015-002-AC
The project involved the after-the-fact permitting of two (2) 10.46 million Btu per hour (mmBtu/hr) natural gas fired steam generating units.  The new units were installed in May of 2000 and replaced three (3) existing 12 mmBtu/hr steam generating units. The project was subject to an enforcement action by the Health Department including an agreement to submit the after-the-fact permit application and payment of a cash penalty.

The new units are subject to the permitting requirements of Rules 62-4.030, 62-210.300(1), and 62-212.300(1), F.A.C., the notification requirements of 40 CFR 60.7 and 60.48c, the applicability of 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Dc, and the emission limiting standards of 62-296.406, F.A.C.  The initial notification requirements of 40 CFR 60.7 and 60.48c were met through the submittal of the state air construction permit application. The units have been limited to firing only natural gas.

The Best Available Control Technology (BACT) determination for particulate matter and sulfur dioxide requires the firing of Clean Pipeline Quality Natural Gas and Good Combustion Practices.

Project No. 099-0015-003-AC
The project involved the replacement of the existing perchloroethylene dry cleaning equipment with new equipment.  The new equipment included two (2) dry-to-dry machines manufactured by Union and are equipped with refrigerated condensers. The applicant has requested a cap (<2,100 gallons) on annual perchloroethylene use to avoid major source designation. 

The initial notification requirements of 40 CFR 63.9 and 63.324(a) were met through the submittal of the state air construction permit application.  The equipment is required to comply with the applicable requirements of 40 CFR Part 63 – Subpart M, National Perchloroethylene Air Emission Standards for Dry Cleaning Facilities upon startup and is subject to the area source requirements of the Subpart M and the General Provisions of 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart A.

Based on the initial Title V Operation Permit application received November 17, 1997, and the new construction permits, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.
