PUBLIC NOTICE
An Intent To Issue Air Permit issued to Sugar Cane Growers Cooperative of Florida for the Glades Sugar House located at 1599 West Sugar House Road, Belle Glade, Florida, Palm Beach County, was clerked on October 18, 2017.  
The Public Notice Of Intent To Issue Air Permit was published in Independent Newspapers on October 26, 2017..  The draft Title V air operation permit was available for public inspection at the permitting authority’s office at 2295 Victoria Avenue, Suite 364, Fort Myers, Florida 33902.  Proof of publication of the Public Notice of Intent To Issue Air Permit was received on October 26, 2017.
I. PUBLIC COMMENTS
No comment was received from the public during the 30-day public comment period; however, comments were received from the Permittee. The comments were not considered significant enough to reissue the draft Title V air operation permit and require another Public Notice; therefore, the draft Title V air operation permit was changed.  Those comments are addressed below. 
 Comments from Permittee (Engineer) dated November 24, 2017.
1. B.3 Oxygen Level Alarm (Page 24 of 34)
It is not clear from the wording whether the 3% oxygen level remains a trigger level and whether an alarm must be triggered if the O2 level drops below this level.   The new wording added at the end of the condition correctly states that a minimum O2 level must be maintained based on a 30-day rolling average, as required by the Boiler MACT rule.  We request some clarification that the 3% O2 trigger level, which was set as a surrogate for a CO limit of 5.5 lb/MMBtu,  has been superseded by the Boiler MACT rule, which sets a limit of approximately 2.7 lb/MMBtu.  Suggested wording is as follows (only change is in the permitting note).

Department Response.  The Department agrees with the comment and Condtion No. B.3 will be changed as follows:  
     B.3. Oxygen Level Alarm. The permittee shall maintain and operate an alarm system on Boiler No. 8 that will    
     be triggered whenever the boiler oxygen level drops below 3 percent. The time the boiler operates with less 
     than 3 percent oxygen shall be logged and may be used as a basis to modify the operation and maintenance 
     plan. The permittee shall use the operation and maintenance plan for carbon monoxide control for Boiler 8. 
     [Permit Nos. AC50-250421/PSD-FL-213 and BACT dated June 3, 1996 and 0990026-015-AC was the  
     previous condition with 5.5 lb/MMBtu heat input.] This permit is revised (changed) to BACT CO limit of 
     3,500 ppmvd@3% O2 which is equivalent to approximately 2.7 lb/MMBtu heat input. (This is in accordance to 
     the rule change regarding numerical values only). All other conditions remain in accordance to the BACT rule. 
     The boiler O2 is to be continuously monitored, and a minimum O2 level be maintained based on a 30-day   
     rolling average. The Boiler MACT rule also requires reporting deviations from the 30-day rolling average 
     boiler O2. 
     {Permitting Note: An operation and maintenance plan shall be maintained and kept up-to-date onsite by the   
     owner or operator.

II. CONCLUSION
The permitting authority will issue the proposed Title V Air Operation Permit No. 0990026-041-AV, with the changes noted above to be reviewed by the USEPA.
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
