Title V Operation Permit Renewal

Proposed Permit No.:  0990349-002-AV

This Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statues (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

The Title V Source, identified as a flood control pump station (SIC Code 4959), has been assigned AIRS ID No. 0990349.  The South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) operates the flood control pump station located on the West Palm Beach Canal, immediately east of Twenty Mile Bend, and midway between West Palm Beach and Belle Glade.  The pump station discharges water along the northern edge of Water Conservation Area 1.  In addition, this facility regulates Hurricane Gate No. 5 to allow water flow out of Lake Okeechobee for irrigation needs.

The pump station is designed to remove 3/4 inch of water within a 24 hour period from a 230 square mile area.  This corresponds to a pumping capacity of 3,110,400,000 gallons per 24 hours.  The station consists of six identical pump and diesel engine combinations grouped into a single emission unit.   The diesel engines are 10 cylinder, opposed piston, 1600 horsepower, Fairbanks-Morse Model No. 38D8-1/8-1600 hp engines.  The pump station was originally constructed by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  Ownership was transferred to the Water Management District on May 2, 1955.  Also included in this permit are the following unregulated emissions units which are considered insignificant: two (2) 535 hp diesel engines powering two emergency electrical generators; one 10 hp diesel engine powering one standby air compressor; four (4) 25,000 gallon distillate oil storage tanks; a 4,000 gallon gasoline storage tank and distribution system (dispensing pump with Stage I/II vapor controls), architectural surface coating and other insignificant /exempt activities.  Since none of the emission units are equipped with air pollution control devices, none of these units is subject to Compliance Assurance Monitoring (CAM) requirements.

The facility is classified as an existing major source of air pollution under both Federal and State pre-construction review programs (40 CFR 52.21 and Chapters 62-210.300, 62-212.300, and 62-212.400, F.A.C) and as a major source under the Title V operating permit program (40 CFR Part 70 and Chapter 62-210.200, F.A.C.). Based on the Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal application received October 25, 2002, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

Because the primary function of this pump station is flood control, the applicant had requested no specific limits on fuel consumption or in hours of operation.  Therefore, the facility has the potential to emit major amounts (more than 100 tons per year) of carbon monoxide and nitrogen oxides as well as minor amounts of particulate matter, sulfur dioxide, and volatile organic compounds.   The emissions units and activities at this pump station are unregulated and have no specific regulatory requirements.  This Title V air operation permit renewal is being issued to satisfy the requirements of Chapter 403, F.S. and Chapter 213, F.A.C., as well as to maintain an accurate emissions inventory for Palm Beach County.   

Palm Beach County Health Department has not received any comments during the public notice periods for the Title V permit renewal.   
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
