This permit revision is for the purpose of incorporating the terms and conditions of the air construction permit 0990549-004-AC which is being issued concurrently with the Title V permit revision.  The construction permit increased the enforceable fuel consumption limit from 750,000 to 926,000 gallons per rolling 12 month total.  The applicant also seeks to relax the current fuel sulfur content limit of 0.05% to allow the use of distillate fuel with a sulfur content of up to 0.5% in cases where the supply of low sulfur fuel is interrupted due to natural or anthropogenic causes.  Since the nitrogen oxides emissions associated with the combustion of this amount of fuel will remain below the PSD major source threshold (250 tons per year), this source will be classified as a synthetic PSD minor source of air pollution.  SFWMD Pump Station G-310 is located approximately 1300 feet north and 400 feet east of the southwest corner of Section 34, Township, 44, Range 39 East in Palm Beach County, Florida.; UTM Coordinates: Zone 17; 589.4 km E ;  2915.7 km N; Latitude 26( 21’ 28” North and Longitude: 80( 06’ 10” West.

This Title V air operation permit revision is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213. Potential emissions of nitrogen oxides are greater than 100 tons per year thus the facility is designated a major Title V source under Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C.  Potential emissions from the facility, as calculated by the permitting authority, include the following:
