REVISED APPENDIX I
LIST OF INSIGNIFICANT EMISSIONS UNITS AND/OR ACTIVITIES

The facilities, emissions units, or pollutant-emitting activities listed in Rule 62-210.300(3)(a), F.A.C., Categorical Exemptions, or that meet the criteria specified in Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C., Generic Emissions Unit Exemption, are exempt from the permitting requirements of Chapters 62-210, 62-212 and 62-4, F.A.C.; provided, however, that exempt emissions units shall be subject to any applicable emission limiting standards and the emissions from exempt emissions units or activities shall be considered in determining the potential emissions of the facility containing such emissions units.  Emissions units and pollutant-emitting activities exempt from permitting under Rules 62-210.300(3)(a) and (b)1., F.A.C., shall not be exempt from the permitting requirements of Chapter 62-213, F.A.C., if they are contained within a Title V source; however, such emissions units and activities shall be considered insignificant for Title V purposes provided they also meet the criteria of Rule 62-213.430(6)(b), F.A.C.  No emissions unit shall be entitled to an exemption from permitting under Rules 62-210.300(3)(a) and (b)1., F.A.C., if its emissions, in combination with the emissions of other units and activities at the facility, would cause the facility to emit or have the potential to emit any pollutant in such amount as to make the facility a Title V source.

The below listed emissions units and/or activities are considered insignificant pursuant to Rule 62-213.430(6), F.A.C.

Brief Description of Emissions Units and/or Activities

1.  Putty mixers (material usages are included in site record keeping).
2.  Resin and gelcoat patch mixing (material usages are included in site record keeping).
3.  Foaming operations (material usages are included in site record keeping).
4. Solvent recovery, decanting and reuse, if applicable.
5. Hazardous materials and recoverable solvents accumulation, storage and transfer, which activities are performed in accordance with applicable regulations.
6. Two small inside dust collectors in wood mill (shop).
7. Forklift (propane fueled).
8.  Internal combustion engines for pressure washers, forklifts, travel lifts, and other activities.
9. Yard truck used for moving trailers on site.
10. Vehicle maintenance operations and related materials.
11.  Facilities painting.
12.  Space heaters (kerosene).
13.  Two natural gas fired space heaters (7.043 MMBTU/hr. & 1.0 MMBTU/hr.).
14. Welder and cutting torch.
15.  Floor and bathroom cleaning and supplies.
16.  Office operations and related materials.
17.  Landscape maintenance operations.
18.  Hand held equipment used for cutting, sawing, sanding trimming, routing, drilling, polishing, etc.
19. [bookmark: _GoBack] Polishing and rubbing compounds.
20.  Acetone usage.
21. Fire safety equipment.
22. Small concrete mixer used to mix concrete for encasing lead or steel ballast in boat keels.
23. Small portable emergency generator (Subaru Robin Y-6F-JXS 2872 GA gasoline engine)
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
