This Title V Permit Revision, hereby adds Condition A.23:

A.23.  In the event that the continuous (strip) recorder becomes inoperative, the data may be recorded electronically or manually.  In such an event, regarding the monitoring requirements (Conditions A.13 and A.15) for the pressure drop across the tail-gas scrubbers, the monitoring system shall permanently record the required data in 15-minute block averages.  Compliance with the operating limit (Condition A.12) shall be determined based on 3-hour rolling averages of the 15-minute block averages.  If the continuous recorder is not returned to full service within 60 days of its becoming inoperative, US Agri-Chemicals shall notify the Department.
