Section I. Facility Information.





	Subsection A. Facility Description.





	For operation of a fiberglass underground storage tank and other associated fiberglass products manufacturing plant.  The plant produces approximately six to ten tanks per day with capacities of approximately 550 gallons to 30,000 gallons.  Raw materials and chemicals include approximately 125 lbs./hr. of polyester resins (about 45% styrene) and 54 lbs./hr. of glass fiber rovings per spray gun, along with small amounts of methyl ethyl ketone peroxide (MEKP), dimethyl phthalate (DP), and acetone as a cleanup solvent.  Volatile organic chemicals/organic solvents (VOC/OS) emissions from these operations are controlled by using up to 6 out of 7 airless spray guns, Venus Products Model No. HIS 75, or equivalent. The tanks are built by molding sections of storage tanks.  The sections are made by spraying a mixture of chopped fiberglass and polyester resin to the surface of a rotating steel or fiberglass mold.  Emissions from each spray gun operation are directed through its own stack.

	All the tanks/products are molded using essentially the same process based on the use of chopper spray guns to spray resin, fiberglass, and a small amount of catalyst against a mold.  The size and shape of the mold varies depending on the tank/product being manufactured.





	Unconfined particulate emissions from various insignificant plant operations, such as floor sweepings and approximately 11 vacuum pick-up points, are vented to a baghouse as a reasonable precaution to control emissions. (see Appendix E-1)





	Based on the initial Title V permit application received June 14, 1996, this facility is a major source of HAPs.

7.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:





A.	Maintain tightly fitting covers, lids, etc., on all containers of VOC/OS's when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.


B.	Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC/OS's.

C.	Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, bath,  etc., of VOC/OS's so that it can be covered when not in use.


D.	All fittings, valve lines, etc., shall be properly maintained.


E.	All VOC/OS's spills shall be attended to immediately and the waste properly disposed of, recycled, etc.


F.	All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc. shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.


G.	All solvent washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation.


H.	Limit the amount of clean-up solvents to employees, and the employees should use gloves when feasible when handling resins to reduce the use of clean-up solvents.

8.  Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include:





A.	Venting of emissions from various insignificant plant operations, such as floor sweepings and approximately 11 vacuum pick-up points.  Note, in order to avoid violating Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C. regarding "Circumvention" visible emissions from the baghouse shall not exceed 5% opacity.  If this value is exceeded it shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but may be a violation of Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.

Test Methods and Procedures





A.6.  To demonstrate compliance with Condition No. A.2., test Stack No. 102 and at least 1 of the other 6 stacks (unless otherwise directed by the Department) during normal operation using EPA Method 2.  The EPA Method 2 is contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, and is adopted by reference in Rule 62-204.800(7), F.A.C.  The minimum requirements for stationary point source test procedures and reporting shall be in accordance with Chapter 297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.  The test shall be conducted during the 8 to 12 month time period prior to the expiration date of this permit.  Submit a copy of the test report to the Air Compliance Section of the this office within 45 days of testing.  Be sure the test report states the Stack Nos. tested.

A.7. Recordkeeping and Reporting





A.8.  Compliance with the limitations of Condition Nos. A.1., A.3., and A.5. shall be demonstrated as follows:





A.	Record daily the maximum number of spray guns that were operating simultaneously in a daily log.





B.	Record daily the amount of resin used, in pounds, in a daily log.  Demonstrating that the daily resin usage is <12,000 pounds shall also be considered demonstrating compliance with the "lbs./hr. (daily maximum)" emission limitations of Condition No. A.5.
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C.	Record monthly the total amount of resin used in that month, in pounds, in a monthly log.





D.	Record monthly the most recent 12 consecutive month total of resin usage, in pounds, in a monthly log.  Demonstrating that the resin usage is <3,000,000 pounds for this time period shall also be considered demonstrating compliance with the "tons per any 12 consecutive month period" emission limitations of Condition No. A.5.





These records shall be kept at the plant for a minimum of 5 years and made available to the Department upon request.  Daily records shall be completed by the end of the next business day and monthly records shall be completed by the end of the following month.  Be sure a copy of the most recent 5 days of daily logs and 1 month of monthly logs are attached to the application to renew this permit.

Reasonable Assurances





A.9.  Reasonable precautions, such as proper operation and maintenance of the airless spray equipment, shall be taken.  In order to provide reasonable assurance of such precautions, visible emissions from the 7 stacks shall not exceed 5% opacity.  If this value is exceeded it shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but may be a violation of the reasonable precautions specified above.
