PROPOSED PERMIT DETERMINATION
I.  Public Notice.

An “INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” to Florida Power Corporation for the Tiger Bay Cogeneration Facility located at 3219 State Road 630 East, Ft. Meade, Polk County was clerked on October 3, 2001.  The “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” was published in the Lakeland Ledger on November 21, 2001.  The DRAFT Title V Air Operation Permit was available for public inspection at the Department of Environmental Protection’s Southwest District office in Tampa and the permitting authority’s office in Tallahassee.  Proof of publication of the “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT” was received on December 3, 2001.

II.  Public Comment(s).

No Public Comments were received during the 30 (thirty)-day public comment period.  However, in an effort to more clearly reflect the permittee’s intent to avoid PSD applicability with the addition of this auxiliary boiler, the nitrogen oxides limit has been amended to include the equivalent tons per year, in addition to the standard of 0.1 lb/MMBtu.  Because this amendment is only a clarification of the equivalent allowable emissions and not a change of the emissions standard, this is not a significant change that would require a new public notice.  As a result of this clarification, Specific Condition C.8. is changed:

FROM:

C.8.
Nitrogen Oxides:  Nitrogen oxide emissions shall not exceed 0.10 lb/MMBtu, as measured by applicable compliance methods.

TO:

C.8.
Nitrogen Oxides:  Nitrogen oxide emissions shall not exceed 0.10 lb/MMBtu (30 tons per year), as measured by applicable compliance methods.

III.  Conclusion.
The permitting authority hereby issues the PROPOSED Permit No. 1050023-010-AV, with the changes noted above.]
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
